STILL ANDTHER
SUCCESS FOR THE

OTTAWA, Ont., June 6.—There has
been another success recorded for the
Lemieux lahor act. It results from a
case where the only arrests so far'made
under the provisions of th act were
made effected, and where there was lit-
tle promise of a successful or peaceful
termination of the dispute. Men work-
ing in the copper mines of the Texada
Steel Company on the Island of Tex-
ada, on the Pacific coast, struck for
more pay on Maych 25, just three days
after the law went into force. The
company had a number of the miners
arrested for the viclation of the penal
clause of the act, which declares that
there can be no strike or' lockout until
the matter in dispute has begn reportéd
on by a board of conciliation. .

The criminal proceedings were begun
on May 30, and there was bitter feeling
on both sides. 1t was conceded that at
the time the men went 6n strike neither
side was aware of the provisionns of
the law. The men fought the proceea-
ings and claimed that they did not
come under the public utilities cate-
gory. Magistrate H. C. Alexander
stated that there was evidently a mis-
understanding all around, and adjourn-
«d the hearing to give the parties an
opportunity to get together. In a few
hours an agreement was reached. The
strike was called off by the men and
the company agreed that there shoula
be no discrimination as the result of
the strike. i

A new scale of wages was agreed on
which satisfied both sides and opera-
tions in the mines will be resumed at
once.
