Western pro-
vinces, which nature appears to have
intended for the raising of wheas, Fig-
ures make dufl reading, and those that
must be employed In telling of Can-
ada’s resources and possibilities in this
regard are so large as to make it diff-
cult to grasp their real meaning., West-
-ward from -the province of Ontarto
there stretch the wheat fields of Can-
ada. A person can ride for six days
and still not get beyond the broad,
never-ending patches .of beautiful
green, which will soon take on the
rich golden color of ripening grain.
For full 1,200 miles in the direction of
the Pacific and 400 miles. towards the
frozen north the wheat belt extends.
The wheat Erowing areas comprise the
province of Manitoba and the four dis-
tricts of Assinibola, Seskatéhewan, Al-
berta and Athabaska. These territories
centain. 385,000,000 acres of land. It is
estimated that 100,000,000 facres are fit
for wheat cultivation. This statement
will be better understood when it is
known that this area 18 équal to that
of the states of Minnegota, the two
Deakotas, Wisconsin, Iilinois, Iowa, In-
diana, Nebraska and two states the
size of Chio. This section is one great
continuous prairie, devoid of trees, so
that no clearing is necessary. The soil
is of rich black loam of the kind found
in the best districts of Illinois and
Yowa, Everything 1s in readinesg for
the pioneer. All he has to do is to turn
a Vvery thin sod with the plow and sow
his wheat.. The whole country is divid-
ed into blocks each containing one
Square mile, or 640 acres. A block is
called a sertion, and is divided into
fcur quarter sections. It e necessary
for the Canadian farmer to 'get his
wheat into the ground at the first pos-
sible moment in order to escape the
fall frost. He will sow when barely an
inck of ground is .sufficlently thawed
to allow the peed to be covered. The
hot sun forces the grain with great
rapidity, so that on July 1 the plants
measure asg high as thirty-five and
forty inches. -

Some of the well authenticateq stor-
les regarding the vield of wheat an
acre are so astounding as to challenge
belief, The average yield during four-
teen years has béen twenty bushels an
acre, and the highest yearly average
was a trifle less than twenty-eight
bushels. The average wheat yield for
ten years in Manitoba, which is the
banner wheat section of Canada, was,
according to official figures, twenty-one
. bushels an acre, against 14.2 for Minne-
sota and twelve for Kansas, In some
sections of Canada fifty-five bushels an
acre have been grown, and on the gov-
ernment experiment farms as high as
sixty bushels have been produced.

“The wheat district of Canada,” re-
marked a dominfon official the other
day, “ought to include the state of Ore-
gon. And it would, too, but for the
fact that a weak-kneed British official,
Lord Ashburton, gawve it to you Ameri-
cans. * The Canadians claimed that the
boundary : between the dominion and
the States was well down into what is
now the state of Oregon. «Lord Ash-
burton was told that valuable fish-
eries were located in that region. The
story goes that he threw a line into
the Columbia river and because no sal-
mon rose to his fly remarked impat-
lently: ‘Pshaw, there are no fish in
that river!’ We Canadians have never
forgiven Lord Ashburton for allowing
Daniel Webster to euchre us out of
that valuable strip of territory that
rightfully belongs to us.”

Secretary of Agriculture Wilson and
big growers of wheat in the States are
inclined to belittle Canada’s preten-
sions in the wheat growing line,

* “Canada will never rival the United
‘States as a grower of grain,” sald Sée-
retary Wilson recently. “She will do
very well every now and then, but the

cultivation of extensive areas. She is
too far north to produce wheat in any
quantity.” :

The  Canadians are  busy- proving
that the genial secretary is ‘wrong in
his estimate of -weather conditions
north of the forty-ninth. psrallel.
‘When the Ameritans, who are the real
pioneers in the development of the Ca~
nadian wheat fields, first crossed the
line they. settled in southern Manitoba
and eastern Assinibeéia. They found
the ground admirably suited to the
raising of wheat and gradually extend-
ed their farms north and westward.
They have pushied afiead for 1,000 miles
to the foot -of the Hockies and north
to the limits of the raiiroads. Every-
where they are raising big crops with-
out molestation by frost. Nobody
knows how much ‘further the wheat

Therefore, I say, let
the samples go to those who really
want them; it's only fair, and Y.am
sure it will be laying up treasure in the
estimation of Job-like clerks, who can
do so much—and likewise, so little—
for you when you are on earnest shop-
ping bent.
