~A recent vigorous speech of Lord
Rosebery’s, at Bradford, indicates the
firm ination of his go
to oarry out the policy foreshadowed
by Mr. Gladatone on the eve. of bis re-
tirement, in reference to the House of
Lords. Lord Rosebery intimated that
the exercises of the veto power by the
“irresponsible chamber’’ wculd prevent
the present parlisment continuing for
anything like the full extent of its
natural life, and that the next election
would be fought on questions affecting
the continued existence of the House
of Lords. He characterized that body
as it now exists as & mockery and an
invitation to revolution. The premier
does not favor the abolition of the
hereditary chamber, but would have
the constitution so amended as to take
away from the Lords the: absolute
power of veto which they now possess.
He ‘therefore purposes to submit to
parliament & ing that

with s fair messure of sucoess, but
came to devote himsell especially to
journalism and politics. He was & man
of no small intellectual force, an orator,
& leader of men, possessing in a gener
oun degree the personal qualities which
attract. No man of his generation has
#0 well understood how to arouse and
direct as he would the feelings ¢{ the
French Canadian people. He also un-
derstood how to win the favor and sup-
port of the Roman Catholio church, and
was highly honored by the Pope. But
like some other politicians, ancient and
modern, his way was not perfect,
nemesis overtook him, he syfiered dis-
aster and defeat, and his sun has gone
down under a cloud. Probably Honore
Mercier was not guilty of greater wrong
doing than some other politicians who
have suflexred less for their sine. If, un-
der his leadership, the public {reasury
was rcbbed, it does not appear that the
stealings went into his private purse.
It is said that he died & poor man. But
doubtless his condemnation was just,
yet in spite of his lack of political vir-
tue, rew men probably have been more

in the partnership between the Lords
and the Commons, the latter should be
regarded as the dominant factor. Such
a resolution, his lordship has no doubt,
the Commons would adopt and the
government would appeal to the people
to confirm by their sufirages the voice
of the Commons. 1f the popular ver-
dict should prove to bedecisively favor-
able, Eord Rosebery would doubtless
feel himself to be in & position to dic-
tate terms to the Lords.

The Recommended Catechism.

The attention of Bunday-school work-
ers is hereby called to asmall work en-
titled “A Catechism of Bible Teaching,
by John A. Broadus, D. D, L. L. D.”
It will be remembered that the Mari-
time Baptist Convention in 1898 recom-
mended the use of & Catechiam to the
schools within its bounds, and also that,
after a year's consideration, choice was
made by the meeting of the Convention
in August of this yearof the Catechism
referred to above.

The ovigin of the work, as stated in
the publisher's notice, was as follows
“In 1890, feeling the need of & new and
somewhat more ¢xtended Baptist Cate-
chism than then existed, the American
Baptist Puabliestion Bociety and the
Banday school Committee (now 8, B.
Boaxd) of the Bouthern Baptist Conven-
tion, each st abcut the same time,
asked Dr. Jobn A. Broadus to prepare
such s work. At his suggestion it was
arranged that the two bodies should
unite in the publication. Accordingly
the Catechism is now sent forth, having
received the sanction of the official
committees of both bcdies, and by
them is cominiended to their respective
constituencies. No. one is so well
qualified as its honored sauthor to gain
s wide hearing in every part of our
Jand, and it is earneatly hoped that the
result may be a more thorough sc-
quaintance with the doctrines of God’s
Word, and a still greafer unity in the
faith which that Word inspires.

The introdactory remarks “to the
parent or teacher” will give an ides of
the suthor’s method ‘of trestment and
indicate how the lessons msy be taught,
In these the publishers say : ‘To each
lesson some advanced questions sre

school bocks, in order to make the
treatment of the subject a little more
complete and to mzet the inquiries of
many youthful mincs. These fine-
print portions may be learned at first
by some classes or individuals, or may
be combined with the lessons in re-
viewing the work; and some teachers
will simply explain them after the les-
son is recited.”

“The desir2 has been to present the
chief doctrines of the Bible from a de-
votional and practical point of-view;
and two or Lhrae lessons are introduced
of & diaitneit 5
The lessors are umngad in what was
thought a natural order, but some of
them might be learned without the
others, or the order could be varied.
Beveral lessons would need to be divided
for many children or classess ; And
where the Catechism is used in connec-
tion with the International Beries of
Boriptare lessons, a small number: of
questions could be ssvigned for each
Sunday with constant review.
