the subjects of discussion at the con-
ference held yesterday afternoon be-
tween Mackenzie Cornish and the lo-
cal merchants Interested {n the West
Indies trade. Censiderable dissatis-
faction was expressed with the pres.
ent West Indlan steamship service,
which only provides for a sailing from
St. John every twenty-iwo days, as
against a sailing every 11 days un-
der the old contract, The opinion of
the local shippers was that there
ought to be a sailing about every ten
days, and that instead of always sail-
ing direct from Halifax to the West
Indies as in the past, every other boat
should sall direct from St. Johm, It
was said that under the arrangement
by which the Pickford & Black boats
always went to Halifax before sailing
for the West Indies, New Brunswick
had no opportunity of developing a
market for perishable products in the
West Indies, as owing to the delay at
Halifux, where the boats often re-
mained a week or 'more, perishable
products shipped at St. John had no
chance of reaching the southern mar-
kets in good condition, It was ar
gued that it would be only fair to put
St. John on the same footing as Hall
fax and have every other boat make
St. John her last port of call in Can-
ada. Another complaint made by the
sigvers was that the Pickford &
Black line were putting on a smaller
class of boats.

The opinion was expressed that the
contract entered into by the Canadian
government and the Pickford &
Black people was a makeshift for the
vear, and that in the meantime an
effort should be made to have the
government give due consideration to
St. John's claims in any contract it
may have in view in the future. A
committee of the West Indian mer-
chants of the Board of Trade will in-
terview the Minister of Public Works
next week, and lay their views before
him,

In regard to the proposal to orga-
nize a branch of the Canadian West |
Indies league, the local shippers ex- |

One Great Difficulty.

Their missionaries were found each
and west, and north and south. They
had two men at Dr. Grenfell's mission
at St. Anthony and three more on the
Labrador coast working under great
hardship. Some of the best work of the
church is being done in the home mis-
sion fields where the work is hard
and the conditions not easy.

One of the. great difficulties with
which: the mission fields had to con-
tend is the steady loss of popnlation
Lo Lhe eildes and to the west, but In
spite of this discouraging feature, men
are doing work in these fields of
which the church should be proud.

Referring to the financial condition
of the church, the superintendent
spoke with deep regret of the shrink-
age of the contributions again evident
this year,

The conferences raises about $13,-
000 for mission purposes but as they
gave about $6,000 to the foreign work
they have to draw on the other con-
ferences for about the same amount
to pay the expenses of the home mis-
sions. X

The speaker told of his efforts to
make the income meet the expendi-
ture by economics effected in the var-
fous circuits, Incidentally, he referred
to a somewhat peculiar condition in
various parts of the province where
whole farming communities are being
allowed to revert to forests as they
were more profitable as lumber lands
than as farms. This accounted for the
loss of some of their mission fields.

In closing Mr. Marshall made an
earnest appeal for more funds to meet
their expenses and to pay off the exist-
ing debt.

“It may be that we lack some of
the elements essential In effective ed-
ucational work, but we may, without
presumption affirma that none desire
more ardently the welfare of the
youth entrusted to our care and the
success of this institution. For this
reagon God has blessed our efforts,
He has made our humble labors fruit-
ful.  He has shown us a goodness
that affects us deeply. He has given
us a protection that encourages us,
“The eloquent address you have
just heard Inspired by all that is
noble in the heart and mind of a stu-
dent just leaving us, shows the plous
and grateful impression our lessons
and paternal counsels have had upon
the hearts of our children. Our stu-
dents have accepted with respect and
gratitude the instruction we have givy
en them, because they know that our
only ambition is to make of them
young men of education who will
shine in the first rank, to form in them
convictions firm and enlightened, and
teach them to keep intact their honor
as Christians,”

After referring to the regret which
the students must feel at separating
from their teachers and friends, they
Rev, President spoke of the pleasure
they should feel in the knowledge of
the duties accomplished.

Duties of Students.

He also referred to the sacrifices
made by parents to educate their
children, and the duty incumbent
upon the students to show their ap-
preciation, and work with a will, so
that the parents would have no cause
to regret the sacrifices.

After. giving the students some
words of advice regarding the vaca-
tion, he dealt with the effect of dis-
cipline upon the mind of the young.
