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INTERESTING TALKS WITH
CANADIAN MANUFAGTURERS

Prominent Members of Association will be in St. John
Tonight—Some of them Express Opinions on Mat-
ters of Importance—Records of Business Successes

The members of the  Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, who have
been attending the association meet-
ing in Halifax, -will arrive here late
tonight on special train and will be in
$St. John until noon tomorrow, when
they will leave for a trip up river, go-
ing as far as Fredericton by steam-
er. At Fredericton they will rejoin
their special train and continue their
homeward journey. In the party gath-
ered at Halifax this week are many
of Canada’s captains of industry, men
who have been successful in their
respective flelds of endeavor. Some
members of the party were interview:
\ed by a representative of The Stand-
ard during the week. These members
made interesting - statements regard-
ing their business and other matters
of importance. Some of the interviews
are as follows:

The Transportation Problem.

The attitude of the C. M. A. with
regard to the problem of transporta-
tion was discussed by S. R. Parsons,
of Toronto, president of the British
American Ofl Company, Ltd., in an in-
terview with The Standard. “The prob-
lems of transportation,” he said, “are
the greatest we have to face in our
national life. The Manufacturers’ As-
sociation has been a go-between in re-
lation to the rajlways and the Board
of Rallway Commissioners on the one
hapd and the commercial intersts of
the Dominion on the other. As a Manu-
facturers’ Association:we are seeking
to do justice to all transportation in-
terests, realizing that railways must
live and return reasonable dividends
to the shareholders, and that the man-
ufgcturing interests of the Dominion
must be guarded against excess of
freight rates and incomplete facilities
for the proper handling of traffic.”

The ofl company, of which Mr, Par-
sons s president, was organized seven
years ago. At the refinery at Toronto,
he stated, they manufactured all kinds
of petroleum products, including gaso-
line, lamp oils, fuel and road oils, and
parafine wax, The company employed
about 150: hands. Manual labor was
not required to any great extent as
the weork was done by a mechanical
process.

The manufacturers, Mr. Parsons
gaid, had heard much of the hospitali-
ty of the lower provinces and he was
delighted with his trip.. “The manu-
facturers believed with Kipling,” he
added, “that there is no east or west
pnd that all parts of Canadg, from the
Atlantic to the Pacific, should be
united in the common ties of busi-
ness and brotherhood.”

A Big Furniture Firm,
