GRUSHED OUT N PANI

A boy of about six cauhgt hold of Mr.
Ryan's hands and begged to be res-
cued. The firemen succeeded in pul-
ling the boy partially out, but he was
unable to extricate the little fellow's
legs. The human mass kept pressing
down and it was impossible to save
the boy, whose life was soon snuffed
out. A girl of eight or nine grasped
the hands of Angelo Curto, a fiteman,
kissed them, and implored him to save
her. He made a heroic effort to pull
her out, but the crush was so great
he was compelled to give up the at-
tempt and she perished.

Mrs. A. Neimela, one of the victims,
was suffocated while standing up:
John Burrill, a fireman, who witnessed
her death, took a six-months’ old in-
fant from her arms and carried it to
safety. Leonard Wilman, a fireman,
pushed his way into the stairway and
took out a crying boy of six uninjured
Near him his mother and sister lay
dead. An eleven year old boy res-
cued his brother of mine by carrying
him down a ladder. There were other
similar rescues.

A child hurled from the front of the
building was caught by a spectator.
Chief Trudel, of the fire department,
caught another child thrown out of a
window by a frantic father. John
Saari killed his boy of five by falling
on Him, and he too perished. Scores
escaped by passing from a small rear
balcony of an adjoining house,

Several Trampled to Death.

President Moyer, of the Western
Federation of Miners received a mes-
sage from Governor Ferris this after-
noon stating he was at his command
for rendering all possible assistance
to those stricken by the disaster.
Many tales of the flerceness of the
crush during the height of the panic
were told today. One man was seen
to stoop to pick up his little daughter,
only to be pushed on and forced to
trample her beneath him. A woman
who ran to the aid of three small boys
was crushed to death with them.
When the rush began a woman went
to the plano and began playing.
another woman stood in the centre
of the stage, on which the Christmas
tree had been erected and started to
sing. Thelr efforts to quell the panic
were futile, as they were not heard
above the tumult.
Matti Kotzjarwi, his wife, and two
daughters were all killed. John Her-
jckken and Henry Manley and their
children were all killed together.
Mrs. Henry Isola, who is believed to
be dead, held her little son and
daughter by the hand when the panic
started. The boy was torn from his
mother's hand and escaped, but the

little girl was killed.
A large number of families lost
children. Most of the dead were

about ten years old.
