*“A Russian advance of five miles is reported on the left wing of the Riga sector.

Gen. Von Linsingen's recent losses on the Styr and Lipa rivers are computed at least 50,-
000 men out of the three corps engaged.
*The Russians are on the point of entering the northeast corner of Galicia, General
ehm-Ermolli and General Count Von Bothmer being outflanked, both on the north and

south.

“The heights captured by the Russians are only four miles from the summit of the

Carpathians and the Hungarian frontier, in the direction of Maramaros Sziget.
“The Russians hold the whole of the Trebizond-Erzerum road in Asiatic Turkey.

26,000 Prisoners in Two Days.

Petrograd, July 22, via London, 8.10 p. m.—The Russians have’driven the Teu-

tonic forces resisting them south of the River Lipa, in Volhynia, 'near the Galician border,

beyond the town of Berestechk, to the west.

More than 12,000 prisoners were captured by the Russians on Thursday and Fri-

day, making a total of 26,000 captured since July 16.

The total number of pris-
oners, including those given in the
official communique yesterday morn-
ing, amounts to 27,000 men. The to-
tal number of guns taken is forty.”

Petrograd, via London, July 24—
The official communication issued by
the war office says:

“On the Caucasian front our ad-
vance continues. According to sup-
plementary information we seized, at
the capture of Grimetchany, not two
but six guns. On the heights of Bar-
aban Daglari we took 600 prisoners
yesterday, and captured ammunition

stores.

BOMB EXPLODES

IN MIDST OF

CROWD VIEWING PARADE, KILLS 6,
INJURES TWO-SCORE OF OTHERS

Holiday Throng Became Shambles when Time Bomb Did
its Deadly Work—Victims Torn to Pieces and Some
Blown Out of Existence—Police Arrest Suspect.

San Francisco, July.23.—At least
six persons were killed and more than
two score injured b y the explosion
here yesterday of a timed bomb in
the midst of a throng viewing a pre-
paredness parade.

The police arrested and are holding
Frank Josephson, a lodger in a sailors’
boarding house, who denied any knowl-
edge of the crime. The explosion oc-
curred at Steuart and Market streets,
San Francisco’s main thoroughfare.
The bomb, concealed in a suitcase
packed with cartridges, bullets, gas
pipe, glass and scrap iron, blew a gap
through the crowd, blasting men, wo-
men and children,

FIERCE RESISTANCE AND GAIN FOOTING IN
POZIERES, HOLDING GROUND AGAINST COUN-
TER-ATTACKS—HUNS = MAKING DESPERATE
EFFORTS TO CHECK BRITISH DRIVE.

London, July 23.~A Reuter despatch from the British front In
France, filed at 3.30 p. m. today say:

“Following a.heavy bombardment last night
Anzacs attacked towards Pozieres and Guillemont. Despite desperate
resistance the Anzacs sucteeded In establishing themselves in Pozieres
where they are consolidating their llnu. It Is reported the casualties
were comparatively light.

“West of Pozieres the British luccenfully advanced. On the right
of Pozieres the wire entanglements were insufficiently destroyed, and
progress consequently was checked by heavy machine gun fire. Never-
theless, we gained a footing in Guillemont, but owing to a determined
counter-attack we were unable to maintain the advance.

“On the whole, our progress continues satisfactory, especially in
the neighborhood of Pozieres, and along the road through the village
northward, on which we are reported as established.”

Russian of-
ficial reports of the operations in this
sector (Riga) are exceedingly reti-
cent, but Von Hindenbung's line was
considered the strongest on the whole
eastern frost, and that the Russians
were able to break it is regarded as
most significant here.
