thing, and most of our wounded fight­
ing men are very young. "I have been 
on tibe top of a motor-bus already, and 
I have only had this leg tour days," 
exclaimed an eager lad. slapping the 
imitative mechanism, which It had 
been necessary to attach to his body 
at the abdomen, as not even a stump 
of his old limb had been left. He 
walked well with the aid of a stick, 
and eoon he will be able to walk with­
out any aid at all. Another cycled a 
few hundred yards to show—as he 
did—that the action of the mechanical 
Joints is Indistinguishable from that 
of the joints which nature gives.

A third ran across a lawn with con 
elderable speed though he had but one 
of his own legs, and the spectator 
could not tell at a glance which of 
them It was that he bad lost. A young 
soldier who has had both hie arms 
amputated above the elbows writes 
with either of the hands with which 
has has fitted, and for the satisfaction 
of hie visitors will lift a match from 
the floor with artificial fingers. They 
will shake h&pds with you with their 
Imitation hands, and you are surprised 
at the grip they can give.

These results are in a great measure 
due to practice, and the proper exer­
cises are enforced with the rigidity of 
military drill—happily for the maimed 
soldiers, for man Is so Indolent by na­
ture that they would never require 
perfection In the use of their median- 
leal limbs If they were not compell­
ed to make the dally and hourly ef­
fort But even more Is due to the 
amazing skill with which the limbs 
themselves are made. At Boebamp- 
ton there are a number of workshops 
for the manufacture of arms and legs, 
and each workshop Is the enterprise of 
a separate firm, so that the hospitals 
have the benefit of competitive Ingen­
uity and workmanship — British, 
French, and American. Most of them 
employ men who themselves have Host 
a leg or an arm, and these men have 
made many valuable suggestions <?r 
Invented devices for the further per­
fection of artificial Mmbs. One of 
them, for example, has designed a 
hand which will enable a one^rmed 
man to play golf or cricket Ball-bear­
ing» give the Joints their swivel ac­
tion, and springs and rubber are used 
to reproduce the resilience of nature. 
The limb-maker does not discriminate 
between officers and men, but offloere 
pay to have an extra coat or two of 
flesh-colored paint added to the Am­
erican reÿ willow and calf skin.

If a patient has but a shoulder Joint 
or hip joint left the mechanic, with the 
economy of art, will utilise It In the 
operation of toe false limb, which will 
be bent or propelled by some little 
acquired shrug or twist of the eurvlv- 
ing natural Joint.

It 
was an essential part of the plan of 
the French General Staff that this ad­
vantage should be gained at the out­
set; for an enemy driven out of the 
sky Is half blinded. When ,to* b,K guns 
commenced their destructive cannon­
ade of the German trenches, therefore, 
squadrillas of aeroplanes were sent 
forward to bring down or drive back 
the enemy aviators and to destroy the

Enemy Guns Handicapped.
The Importance of the mastery the 

French have obtained In every one of 
these functions Is evident It means 
that the offensive army saw twice as 
much as the defensive, that the costa 
In life and limb inevitable to an at­
tack upon modern fieldworks were re­
duced to a minimum, and that the 
whole depth of the French front waa, 
and is, comparatively Immune from 
effective bombardment. There Is, per­
haps. no clearer Index of the changing 
fortunes of the war.

Some able French writers have been 
warning their countrymen during thfl 
last few days that the Germans are 
bound soon to attempt a counter-offen­
sive in the West, even If It prove as 
costly as the ill-starred adventure 
against Verdun. This Is perfectly 
sound advice. With three-fifths of toe 
German armies nailed down be­
fore our trenches, we must at least 
expect powerful local attacks. But, 
setting aside the root question of their 
exhausted reserves, I do not see hpw 
they can attempt anything like a large 
offensive without first winning back at 
least an equality in the air services. 
And of that there Is no present pros­
pect, at least In Picardy and San- 
terre.

At An Aviation Park.

That such an Important advantage 
should be seized 1» comprehensible. It 
Is more difficult to understand how It 
has been maintained. I do not think 
our men would suggest that the Ger­
mans lack courage, though they are 
less daring than the French. Many 
of the best German aviators have been 
killed, others no donbt are kept on 
the Russian front, for the war of move 
ment requires air scouts more urgent, 
ly than toe siege warfare of th# West 
Whatever the explanation may be, the 
fact is beyond doubt. At one point 
on the Santerre plateau 
French "sausages" dragging at a great 
height upon their cables, and only two 
that could be German, ef which one 
was doubtful French aeroplanes of 
all types came and went on their patrol 
duties with the freedom of pigeons 
over a farmyard, but if there wae any 
combat In the air it did not take plane 
over the French lines.
