List of Those Adjudged ,
Guilty by the Board.

Ottawa, June 10.—The Board of
Commerce proposes, at an early date,
to issue a list of persons and firms
liabel to indictment for sugar profi-
teering. The Mst contains the names
of retailers and wholesalers who are
Scattered in many parts of Canada,
chiefly in Ontario and Quebec.

Whether prosecution will follow
depends upon the action of the At-
torney-Generals in each of the prov-
inces. These officials will be furnigh-
ed with particulars of the profiteering
alleged by the Board, and it is up to
them to indict the offenders under
the criminal code, as provided for
in the Combines and Fair Prices Act.

The announcement that this list
would be made known at an early
date, probably Friday, was intimated
this afternoon by Mr. W, F. O'Connor,
acting chairman of this board, follow-
ing the hearing of H. D. Marshall,
Ottawa, genera] broker, in the sugar
investigation. The:facts contained in
the list are the results of the coun-
try-wide fnvestigation which the board
has been carrying on for some time.
M has gathered the information
through questionnaires sent to thous-
ands of retailers and others, and con-
tains particulars of prices ito buyer
and seller.
