This will rid the barn, the hog 
house, the stables and all out­
houses and there is no possible way 
for the fleas to live in the lime in 
the cellar if the work is thoroughly 
done.

Use plenty of lime and leave it, 
on for several days, then sweep 
up loosely and if there is a flea 
found dust thoroughly again.

Leave the lime in all the cracks 
and crevices when you sweep.

A feature of the recent outbreak 
of foot and mouth disease to which 
the authorities attach much import- 
ance is the unprecedentedly large 
number of hogs which have been of - 
fected. Both actually and in pro­
portion to the total number of ani­
mals stricken this has been much 
larger than in any of the previous 
outbreaks in this country. The chief| 
reason, the authorities say, is the 
spread of the infection through n 
cooked skimmed milk and other 
creamery by-products returned to 
the farms to be fed hogs.

In Michigan it has been definitely 
established that in the early days 
of the outbreak the. infection was 
spread through skimmed milk fed 
to hogs, and there is every reason 
to believe that the same thing oc­
curred in a number of other locali­
ties. It is easy to pasteurize the 
skimmed milk and the extra ex 
pense is not sufficient to warrant 
the neglect of this precaution. Pas- 
teurization has been shown to be 
a complete safeguard against the 
spread of foot and mouth disease 
through milk, either to human be­
ings or to animals.

The question of infected garbage 
is more difficult to handle, for by 
no means all of the meat in this 
country is subject to Federal in, 
spection. In many sections meat 
animals are slaughtered locally. 
Cooking will destroy the foot and 
mouth germ so that this meat can 
be eaten without bad results.

In Philadelphia the disease has 
recently appeared in several herds 
of garbage fed hogs; and although 
it is not absolutely certain that the 
contagion was conveyed through 
this means it seems quite possible 
that it was. The sterilization of 
garbage intended for hogs is there- 
fore, a very desirable precaution. 
In fact, the Federal authorities d" 
not hesitate to say that experience 
in this outbreak demonstrates the 
need of State legislation on this 
subject. In the absence of legisla­
tion the farmer who wishes to be 
sure of his skimmed milk should 
boil it after its return from the 
creamery.
