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G. The expulsion of any member
shall require a two-thirds vote by
ballot of all the members present at

the meeting at which such expulsion
shall be proposed, which meeting
shall be a general or .special general
meeting of the board, an'l notice of

such intended motion to expel siuill

be given to each member of the board
by the secretary mailing to each of

such members at least five days be-

fore the date of such meeting, a cir-

cular speclt.> Jig the date thereof
stating that at such meeting a motion
for expulsion will be voted on. and
giving the name or names of the i)aity

or parties whose proposed expulsion
is to be voted on and a short state-

ment of the grounds of complaint.

7. The election of president, vice-

president, and members of council, as
well as of the board of arbitration

and standing committees, shall be by
ballot, unless a unanimous vote of the
members i)resent be obtained in favor
of the names proposed, and the elec-

tion of the council, board of arbitra-

tion, and committees shall each be
determined by one ballot, the requi-

site number of members receiving the

greatest number of votes to be de-

clareu elected. The Secretary-Treas-
urer shall be elected or appointed by
the council.

Auditors. 8. Two auditors to be appointed at

the auiiual general meeting, and they
shall report annually at the general
meeting as to the accounts of the

Board and perform such othei duties

as like officials of other corporations.
