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There is no . doubt that this issue
will create a strong debate before
many months, and it is certain that
the Government will have to submit
to wholesale and often reckless criti-
cism in this connection, but with the
constitution at its back, and a fear-
less policy in its grasp, the rectitude
of its course will justiiy it in the
eyes of the country, and its construc-
tive Canadian nationalism will over-
shadow the destructive criticism of
disinterested opponents.
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
