How Gas is Used by the
Germans.

A great deal has appeared on the
ase of asphyxiating gases by the Ger
mans, Many statements have been
made as to exactly what gas is used,
how il is used, and what are its ef-
fects,

There are two essentials to the use
of gas by the Germans. First, the
gas must be of such a character that
it will stick close to the surface of the
ground and sink into all trenches and
excavations—unot rise in the air.
Secondly, it must at least, temporar
ily stupefy the intended victim. Now,
this being the case, it is obvious that
gas may be resorted to successfully
uunder certain conditions only. There
must be only a very moderate or light
wind blowing, and that must be regu-
lar or even, otherwise the gas wonld
become too d d and diluted
