BAKED TOMATOES WITH SHRIMPS.
For one can or its equivalent of 

shrimps broken into small pieces pre­
pare six round, medium sized tomatoes 
by cutting off a good slice at top, re­
moving the pulp and inverting on a 
sieve to drain. Melt two tablespoon fuis 
of butter and cook in this slowly three 
slices of onion until slightly browned, 
then remove and add tomato pulp. Cook 
this for a few minutes, then add about 
one and a quarter cupfuls of bread 
crumbs and enough cream to make a 
soft paste—nearly one-third of cupful. 
When blended, put the pans in slow 
oven for about forty minutes.

CHEESE TOMATO STEW.
Peel six medium sized tomatoes 

(canned tomatoes may be used), cut in 
pieces, and boil until thoroughly cooked. 
When tomatoes are well done add one- 
half pound grated American cheese, salt 
and pepper to taste. Let mixture cook 
until it is right thickness to spread on 
toast. After cheese is added stir con­
stantly to prevent sticking to pan.

STI FFED TOMATOES.
Take twelve large smooth tomatoes, 

one teaspoonful salt, little pepper, one 
tablespoonful butter, one tablespoonful 
of sugar, one cupful of bread crumbs, 
one teaspoonful of onion juice, cut a thin 
slice from the smooth end of each, with 
a small spoon scoop out as much of 
the pulp and juice as possible without 
injuring their shape. Mix pulp with the 
other ingredients and fill tomatoes with 
this mixture. Put on tops, arrange in 
a baking pan that has been buttered and 
bake slowly three-quarters of an hour. 
Lift with cake turner to platter, garnish 
with parsley and serve hot.

TOMATOES STUFFED WITH 
CHICKEN LIVERS.

Take nice,l fresh tomatoes, cut off the 
tops, scrape out all the inside, and fill 
with the following mixture. Bake on a 
buttered tin. Serve each tomato -on a 
crouton of bread. Serve hot on dish 
with little white of egg whipped to a 
stiff froth oil each.

Pound chicken livers with pepper, salt 
and butter, then mix in the tomato pulp. 
Mix well, and fill each tomato fully. 
Sprinkle bread crumbs on top.

TOMATO RELISH.
One peck of ripe tomatoes, one cupful 

of celery chopped fine, six white onions 
chopped fine, tow red peppers chopped 
fine, one ounce mustard seeds, two 
pounds of brown sugar, one-half cupful 
of salt.

Chop celery, tomatoes, onions and 
sprinkle with salt and let stand twenty- 
four hours. Heat vinegar and sugar and 
let cool. Drain tomatoes and other in­

gredients and mix in mustard seeds, and 
pour on vinegar and can airtight.

TO PEEL TOMATOES.
To peel tomatoes without scalding 

them, rub gently all over with the back 
of paring knife. Tnen the skin will peel 
off easily without any of the meat 
adhering thereto.

I THE FARM

TESTED COWS.
Exhibition time will see some of the 

finest looking cows on the fair grounds 
that, the admiring public could possibly 
wish to see. Sleek nppearence, general 
thriftinesB and show condition will be 
appraised, confirmity to type will be 
judged, and point by point various char­
acteristics will be valued. Excellent as 
they may he, these cows on exhibition 
must submit to a further examination 
before the ordinary patron is prepared 
to award them first place in his estima­
tion. He will ask, and rightly so, can 
this cow give a large yield of milk and 
lnitterfat at a low cost ? He cannot af­
ford to accept, just a two days’ high re­
cord; he neekk a cow that will attend 
strictly to business, the business of 
making money for him, three hundred 
days in the year. The one vital point 
for him to ascertain is, does it pay me 
to keep this cow. is her profit sufficient­
ly large? To this end he keeps records 
of each individual cow in the herd ; re­
cords of feed consumed, nnd milk and 
fat produced, so that no doubt may lurk 
in his mind as to each cow's capacity. 
Cow testing associations make this ns 
easy as possible a^ a minimum expense. 
The dairy division, Ottawa, bears the 
cost of testing, and supplies blank forms 
free. Several hundred cows in July had 
over 850 lbs. milk and 28 lbs. fat to 
tlieir credit. Many individual records 
total 5,000 lbs. milk this season, while a 
few choice specimens are already up to 
7,000 and 8,000 lbs. milk, and 280 lbs. 
fat.
