It is the only
noviate of this Order in the United
States, as each province of the Order
has but ope, and the United States
is & province in itself, of which the
Very Rev. James McGrath is the
head, aud hix title is Father Provin-
cial. At the novitiate the Rev. Fr.
Emery, O. M, L, is in charge, and is
the teachr of the novices.

To begin the story of how these
futare Oblmm-)iva we will commence
with the recruit, the applicant for
admission into the Order. He is not
persuaded to become a novice by
any outside influence. He mus
come to the Order willingly, and
there is never any pressure on hjm
to remain even after he bas become
the priest. In the army of Oblates
there are no unwilling soldiers. The
novice must be unbound by a mar-
riage engagement, free from any
physical infirmity that might unfit
him for the duties of his profession,
the fruit of lawful wedlock, free
from the support of his parents or
any other tie that might impede hi-
treedom of action in the adoption ot
a religious vocation.

Should he have all these require-
ments and a holy ambition to be an
Oblate, and if he is favorably thought
of by the Provincial, he may then be
allowed to swear that he will have
no will, no wife, no home, no goods
of his own ; to go where he's sent;
