cant lot or house, and shall deposit 
the same in the waters of the har­
bour or other place off Water Street 
to be named by the Municipal Coun­
cil fdr-that purpose.

Any person violating this section 
shall be liable on conviction to a 
penalty not exceeding Five Dollars 
for each offence, to be recovered 
before a Stipendiary Magistrate or 
a Justice of the Peace upon the 
complaint of the Municipal Inspec­
tor, Police Officer, or any other 
person making the same.

Municipal Council, held Thursday, 
January 25th, 1917 :—

On and after February 1st, next, 
upon notification to the Secretary- 
Treasurer and payment of the un­
dermentioned fees, owners or oc­
cupants of houses may have ashes 
and garbage removed from recep­
tacles in the yard of the said 
houses by the Sanitary Department. 
Failing any such arrangement and 
payment as aforesaid, ashes and 
garbage must be placed upon the 
sidewalk in front of the houses.

Fee for dwelling houses at the 
rate of $9.00 per annum.

Fee for Business Establishments 
and Factories, $15.00 per annum. 
Payable in advance.
