The vigilantes operate in 800 of
the 1,000 towns in the state which
have banks. The organization {s
spreading and probably will be in
operation in the other 200 towns be-
fore the year is ended.

Banks in each of the 99 counties
of the stite have pledged the pay-
ment of at least $1,000 for the cap-
| ture or information leading to the
arrest and conviction of robbérs or
burglars attempting to rob or bur-
glarize a bank.
