London, Dec. 15.—The counsel for the 
defence having closed, Von Arnim was 
permitted to speak. He said the docu­
ments relating to his conflict with Prince 
Bismarck were a grave in which were 
buried the friendship of his youth. Noth­
ing could show that he had at any time 
acted in opposition to his instructions, 
he could swear that he had committed no 
illegal act. Judgment in the case will 
probably be rendered on Saturday.

London, Deo. 16.—A snow storm set 
in early this morning, and at this hour, 
12:30, the ground is covered to the depth 
of six inches, rendering travel by vehicles 
and pedestrians difficult, It is still snow­
ing.

Santander, Deo. 16.—A storm which 
has been raging in the Bay of Biscay for 
several days, continues unabated. Many 
boats and over seventy persons are miss­
ing from that port, and no foreign mails 
have been received there for eight days.

New York, Dec. 17.—Maximillian Hum- 
bracht, book keeper for the Metropolitan 
Gas Company, suicided yesterday by 
taking strychnine. He was a Prussian 
Count and was decorated for gallantry 
in the Franco-German war. The cause 
is supposed to be over sensitiveness, his 
position in life, and difficulty in support­
ing his family.

The defeat o! the longshoremen was 
rendered complete yesterday. A com­
mittee from the strikers called upon the 
agents of the Steamship Companies, and 
informed them that they were ready to 
compromise matters, and work for 96 and. 
50 cents an hour, for day and night 
work, respectively. The agents decided 
to employ no strikers unless they aban­
doned their organization and even then 
at no increase over present prices.

Boston, Dec. 17.—The losses by the 
Plympton and Mareham streets fire are 
now aggregated at $590,000. The insur­
ance, as far as known, is $141,000. The 
losses bythe Charleston fire are $145,000. 
Insurance $60,000.

Hartford, Con. Dec. 17.—The loss 
by the burning of tho silk mills at War- 
house* point yesterday, is less than at 
first reported. It is now stated at 
$206,000 ; insurance, $86,000.

The Toronto “Advertiser.”—We 
have received theprospectus of this Daily 
paper, which is to be started in Toronto 
about the middle of January. It is to 
be published by the proprietors of the 
London Advertiser, and is simply a ful­
filment of their design of adding this ad** 
ditional paper to their list of publica­
tions whenever their business warranted 
the outlay. The Morning Advertiser 
will be issued in Toronto, the Evening 
Advertiser will be continued in London, 
and the Weekly edition will be issued 
both in Toronto and London. The pub­
lication of another Reform paper in To­
ronto is a bold venture, but the enter­
prise is in the right hands, and with the 
assistance of a thoroughly qualified staff, 
it will doubtless gain a large measure of 
support throughout the country. > Mr. 
C. Tyner, the present editor of the Ham­
ilton Times, and acknowledged to bo 
one of the beat political writers in Can­
ada, is to be chief editor, and he will be 
assisted by a competent staff of writers 
in the different departments. We under­
stand that the agricultural and horti­
cultural department will be under the 
management of the Rev. W. F. Clarke, 
one of the best informed writers in 
Canada on such subjects, We believe 
he will also take a share in other edito­
rial work on tho Advertiser, all of which 
will necessitate the removal of himself 
and family to Toronto.
