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GEN. KUROKI, HERO 
OF THE JAP ARMY
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NEW IMPERIAL
London, May 19. — Gen. Itei Kuroki's 

victory over the Russians along the 
Yalu a tew days ago, has brought into 
prominence one of the oldest warriors 
in Japan, a person who is spoken of 
as the gentlest and the fiercest man 
in the Mikado's Empire, and who has 
been in every great battle that Japan 
has fought since the restoration.

Gen. Kuroki is a member of the 
famous fighting Satsuma clan. During 
the war that preceded the restoration 
he sided with the Emperor and with 
all the traditional fury of his samurai 
ancestors, he attacked those of his 
clansmen who were opposing the 
Mikado. In the same army with him 
was Togo, now vice-admiral of the 
Japanese fleet before Port Arthur, and 
then, like Kuroki, a young man.

Every rickshaw man has his own 
story of how Kuroki slew many of 
his rebellious clansmen in single com- 
bat; and men who served with him 
in those troublous days say that there 
is much foundation in fact for these 
tales.

The restoration accomplished, Kuroki 
continued in the Emperor's service, 
and ever since then his life has been 
devoted entirly to military matters. 
His ability had been recognized even 
before the civil war broke out, ten 
years after the restoration, and his ad­
vice was largely followed in repressing 
the rebels, who were Kuroki's own 
clansmen.

From that day Kuroki rapidly arose 
in favor, and when the China-Japan 
war broke out he was given an im­
portant command and won victory 
after victory.

His treatment of the soldiers has 
been materially responsible for his 
success in handling great bodies of 
men. He personally looks after the 
smallest details relating to their wel-

The most 
exposed portion of General Kuroki's 
command is that which moved direct­
ly northward, evidently with the in­
tention of gaining the road to Muk­
den. down which it will march so 
soon as the other columns are within 
supporting distance. Unless caution, 
heretofore the conspicuous feature of 
the Japanese campaign, is observed, 
this column, it is believed here, will 
fall the victim of its temerity, as 
Gen. Kuropatkin is known to be hold­
ing it especially under close surveil­
lance.

Kuropatkin's decision to withdraw 
from Liao Yang can only mean, ac­
cording to the experts, that there will 
continue to be affairs of outposts un­
less another General Zassalitch should 
develop. The controlling strategic 
point at Hai Cheng will not be held, 
as believed, Kuropatkin deciding it to 
be unwise to isolate more troops, who 
would, not being as well supplied as 
those at Port Arthur, find it difficult 
to subsist until relief arrived. This is 
one of the reasons that dictated the

London, May 19.—Some details of the 
equipment of the steamer Haimun with 
the De Forest wireless apparatus, by , 
means of which some remarkable dis­
patches have been transmitted from the 
far east to the London Times, arc sup-] 
piled by Dr. Lee De Forest, the inventor i 
of the system.

Dr. De Forest was in England last 
October conducting tor the British post- 
office some experiments with his system 
across the Irish Sea, from Holyhead to 
Howth. Returning to American on the 
White Star liner Majestic in December, 
he met Capt. Lionel James, the veteran 
war correspondent, then on his way to 
Japan. Capt. James became interested in 
the possibilities of wireless war report- 
ing, and a contract for two full equip­
ments of the wireless apparatus was 
closed on New Year's Day.

In ten days the equipment, which 
weighed four tons, was ready, although 
a man had to be hurried from England 
with some of the material that had been 
used in the Holyhead-Howth experiments, 
and was sent across the American con­
tinent to catch the steamship Empres 
of Japan, sailing from Vancouver. The 
wireles outfit, with two expert operators, 
arrived at Yokohama, on Feb. 9.

Capt James took the equipment to 
Stanghai, and had it put aboard the 
steamer Haimun. which he had charter­
ed and the 75-toot mast was put up and 
the system installed while the boat was 
en route to Wei Hai Wei, Capt. James' 
headquarters.

At first it had been intended to put 
one station at Wei Hai Wei and another 
land station at Phungchon, some distance 
north of Chemulpo, on the Korean Penin­
sula. The distance between the two sta­
tions would have been about 150 miles, 
but it was decided that the advantage 
of a movable station would be greater 
than mere facility in transmitting mes­
sages from Korea across the Yellow Sea 
to Wei Hai Wei, and the equipment was 
therefore installed on the Haimun.

The Wei Hai Wei station is situated on 
the Yungt Cheng Peninsula. There is no 
timber in the neighborhood, and the 
mast, which is 180 feet high, is bamboo, 
the only material that could be obtained 
for the purpose. The difficulties on ac-

The first dispatch was received from 
the Haimun on March 16, when she was 
north-bound with the Japanese fleet.

The first notable achievement of the 
wirele ss system was Capt.James’ dispatch 
dated "At sea with the Japanese fleet, 
March 20." This description of the tor­
pedo attacks on Port Arthur by the 
Japanese fleet, and the almost hand-to-I 
hand conflicts of the Japanese and Ru­
slan sailors, printed in the English and 
Canadian papers on March 21, was the 
most remarkable dispatch that had come 
from the seat of war up to that time.

Since then this wireless service has 
been uniformly first in notifying to the 
world the movements of the hostile 
squadrons in the Yellow and Korean 
seas. The dramatic description of the 
daring exploit of the Japanese in sink­
ing four transports at the mouth of Port 
Arthur habor. under heavy tire from fleet 
and forts, was sent by the wireless sys­
tem from on board the Haimun. as was 
also the first intimation that the Petro­
pavlovsk was destroyed by mines planted 
for the purpose by the Japanese. These 
achie vements,as well as the vivid deserip- 
tion of the maneuvers that preceded the 
destruction of the Petropavlovsk and the 
account of the reconnoitering expeditions 
on the Korean coast, unite to testify 
to the unique value of the wireless 
service.

This equipment is the only newspaper 
wireless service in the far east, and it 
has exclusive privileges north of Hankow, 
which includes the whole war area. The 
Japanese have a system of their own on 
their war vessels, and the Russian ships 
are equipped with the Popoff wireless 
system.
