PERSIA T0 FRANCE
ON HORSEBACK

British Consul of Shiraz Makes
a Remarkable Journey.

A)'Ir, J. H. Bill. British Consul at
S}nmz, Persia, recently arrived In
England after travelling 2,500 miles on

horseback from Southern Persia to
France.
Mr. Bill left his post in Shiraz in o' o s

April with one Indian orderiy, a Per-
stan servant. and three ponies, and
slept at night in the Persian villages.
For ten days out of Shiraz no inci-
dent of importance occurred, but the
roads were very unsafe. The post'
caravan lhinmediately following his own
was attacked and robbed. The con-
sul and his party safely reached 8hul-

Owing to an accidental delay the
next part of the road was passed In
peace, a hand of robbers who had been
walting for the caravan there having
moved to attack them elsewhere.
About midday one day solitary fig-
ures appeared along the foothills
skirting the road and after firlng dis-
appeared. The caravan now consist-
ed of twelve Bengal lancers, with a
native officer and flve Persian cos-
