NEW YORK, July 10.—The comprehen­
sive rise of the market in the early- 
trading bore out the contention of the 
bulls that the short interest had been 
expanded considerably- by recent selling, 
which made possible a successful drive 
at the bears. Announcement of President 
Wilson’s action to avert a strike of train­
men and conductors on eastern railroads, 
and Secretary McAdoo's assurance that 
government 2 per cent bonds would be 
protected in framing a new currency law 
were primary causes of the improved 
feeling. Cable advices were that pros­
pects for peace in the Balkans were 
better, and London bought stocks here, 
principally- Canadian Pacific and Union 
Pacific. Recent declines were largely- 
effaced by today's upturn. Canadian 
Pacific sold five points above yesterday's 
lowest. Although the list fell back front 
tho highest in the last half of tiie fore­
noon. trading became dull on the reaction 
and the major portion of the advance 
was retained. Bonds were steady.

MOVING PATIENTS
New Three Million Dollar Hospital Is 

Being Occupied.
[Canadian Press.]

Toronto, July 10.—Transported in 
three ambulances with nurses to care 
for them on the way, forty patients 
from the medical wards of the old Gen­
eral Hospital were this morning care­
fully removed to the new- $3,000,000 
building in College street, and will be 
the first patients to he treated in that 
institution.

Christian Endeavor 
Workers in Session

Bos Angeles, July 10.—Every Prot­

estant Church in the city was utilized 
today in carrying out the second day’s 
program of the 26th international con­
vention of tihe Christian Endeavor So­
ciety.

Self-Confessed King of Thieves, Whose Puipils, He Declares 
Stole $5,000,000 a Year, Starts Upheaval in 

New York’s Underworld
Special Correspondence.

New York, July 11.—Five million 
dollars a year, perhaps a little more, so 
the New York Merchants’ Association 
declares, is the cash value of the loot 
that has been passing directly or indi­
rectly through the hands of Isadore 
Rader and his now famous ‘larceny 
trust,” which has been operating peace­
fully for at least ten years on the East 
Side.

This modern Fagin, now in the 
Tombs, has been the sole professor in 
a formidable school of vice, teaching 
the fine art of stealing on a big scale, 
aided and abetted by certain first-rank 
detectives, according to corroborative 
testimony furnished the district attor­
ney following Rader’s astounding con­
fessions. .

Working in conjunction with these 
“schooled” truck thieves and pick­
pockets, Rader confesses, big jobbers, 
auctioneers, trusted dock watchmen, 
shipping clerks and many women weie 
a part of this gigantic trust, which 
Rader conducted ostensibly as a re­
spectable businessman from his pool 
and billiard hall on the East Side.

In appearance Isadore Rader is a real 
Dickens character. He looks just as il 
he had stepped out of a first edition of 
“Oliver Twist.”

His power has rested chiefly in his 
ability to avoid arrest and conviction, 
not only of himself but of his confeder­
ates, who, like magic, at the will of their 
chief, have been removed from prison, 
often without trial and always without 
sentence.

His pupils followed his bidding with fear and 
trembling. His authority has been undisputed. 
All thieves examined by the district attorney 
since his confessions declare that it was abso­
lutely necessary for any “fence’ wishing to do 
business to “see” Rader before they could hope 
for prot jet*on.

The chief aids to Rader’s “scholars” were re­
ceiving clerks on the docks and trusted watch­
men, who got their “piece ’ slipped to them in a 
match box, when they asked for a light, or by 
other ingenious ways, before turning deal ears 
and blind eyes on the truck thieves’ operations,

which often amounted to $10,000 in a single haul. 
The booty being disposed of to “fences,” auc­
tioneers, jobbers, and the inferior quality of 
materials were often bartered in small lots to 
hard-bargaining pushcart venders at the rate 
of ten, fifteen and sometimes as high as twenty 
cents on the dollar.

It would seem that the entire underworld is 
involved, judging from the number visiting the 
district attorney’s office in the hope of turning 
state's evidence. Each one examined either cor­
roborates the story of the preceding ones or 
offers new revelations.
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
