Visions of Edmonton flocds and a
deluged West London were conjured
up as the rain continued to teem down,
but in spite of the exceptionally heavy
fall very little damage Wwas reported
throughout the city.

Things have changed in
lLondon since the storm sewer system
was buiit. Though only partially com-
pieted now, the storm water sewers
carried over countless tons of water,
and the reduction in flooded streets,
cellars and sidewalks has been most
marked. .

A feature of the rain was the fact
that in spite of the tremendous “out-
pourings”’ the rain was at no time in
the “heavy”’ class. That is to say, that
it was one of the gentle types qt sum-
mer rainstorms, although it fell in such
quantities. Some city gardeng were
washed out, but the universal report
from the country surrounding London
was. to.the effect that it had done more
good than harm. .
