London, Jan. 31.—The Mark Lane Ex­
press says : Although the French wheat 
fields promise well it is feared that they 
affected by rankness and weeds. Austro- 
Hungary is suffering from a plague of 
field mice and moles, which is spreading 
over the vast plains of the Leitha and 
Danube. The news from Russia is sat­
isfactory so far as the Azima wheat of 
1898 is concerned, but threshing of the 
1897 crop indicates that the yield is very 
small in the provinces which have 
hitherto been credited with an average 
crop. The large sales of Russian wheat 
point therefore to a very bad agriclu- 
tural situation, showing that Russia, 
while not increasing her total produc­
tion, is becoming through agricultural 
poverty a prompt seller for cash after the 
îarveets. With America also a weak 
holder we must be prepared for in­
creased fluctuations at lower prices from 
October to February and higher from 
March to June. In ordinary years from 
July to September the harvest may be 
expected to control prices with actual 
reaping. The reduction of the Italian 
duty on foreign wheat is expected to 
cause the bulk of Russian and Roumani­
an wheat to be shipped to Genoa, even 
in February and March.

Lawless Bands Preparing to Rob 

Steamers Passing Through 
United States Waters.

Ottawa, Feb. 1.—A large deputation 
representing the nickel industries of 
Canada interviewed the government to­
day to ask for the imposition of an ex­
port duty on nickel and copper ores. 
Last session the government took power 
under the tariff to impose an export 
duty on all ores, but so far nothing has 
been done. The deputation pointed out 
that there is only one other nickel de­
posit in the world which compares with 
those at Sudbury, namely the mines at 
New Caledonia. Canada has vast quan­
tities of iron, but under present 
ditions not an iron mine in Canada ia 
worth one dollar. She has vast quanti­
ties of nickel and copper, but these de­
posits aa operated are of very little value 
to Canada, although of great importance 
to the States and Europe. The only 
way in which benefit may be conferred 
upon Canada would be by joining the 
nickel and iron interests together, which 
could be done by placing an export duty 
on nickel and copper in their crude form 
which would compel the refining to be 
done in the Dominion. It also 
was pointed out that if the Dominion 
government imposed an export duty 
of 10 per cent, upon nickel in any form 
short of being fully refined the Ameri­
can consumer would have to pay that 
much more for his nickel. Supposing 
American manufacturers added but five 
per cent, of nickel to their steel, or 100 
pounds to the ton, under the Dingley 
bill it would cost him $8 per ton more 
than it now costs him. In other words 
Canada would receive equivalent benefit 
and few countries in the world would be 
able to compete against her with each 
advantages as these. The government 
were asenrred that if an export duty 
were imposed an immediate arrange­
ment could be made for erecting re­
finers and furnaces in Canada. They 
promised careful consideration.

The Trade and Navigation Returns 
are out. Their salient features have 
already been dealt with in Ottawa des­
patches.

As was expected, the striking firemen 
and deck hands of the steamer Charmer, 
who 11 knocked off” duty on Monday 
last, were joined yesterday by the crews 
of the Princess Louise, Danube and 
Islander in a combined effort to secure 
an advance of wages, all these vessels 
being of the C.P.N. fleet. There was 
but the one demand all round— 
that the firemen receive $40 per 
month,
company is now paying, and that 
the deck hands obtain an increase 
of $10, making their pay $50 instead of 
$40 per month. The men as they quit 
work made no particular demonstration. 
They simply walked ashore, put their 
hands in their pockets, and for the re­
mainder of the day stood idly around 
the wharves in small knots discussing 
their grievance as if it were an every­
day matter. They evidently labored 
under the belief that all that was neces­
sary for the accomplishment of their 
ends was to adhere to their stand de­
terminedly. In this they were disap­
pointed, for the company did not feel 
disposed to bow to any such demand. 
The Charmer’s crew—the first to strike 
—have not yet got any satisfaction, 
and when the ship was yesterday in Van­
couver new men were readily found to 
take the places of the absentees. Those 
on the Princess Louise and Danube were 
heeded as little, and in a very short time 
Chinamen were occupying their po- 
eitions on board. Of course the Asiatics 
were not permanently employed, and 
the company during the day left it to the 
old bands themselves as to whether they 
would return at old wages or not. Both 
steamers, however, have to go out to­
day, and it is probable that they will, 
by this time, have their full compliment 
of whites, although, as far as the strik­
ers are concerned, it did not seem that 
way last night.

The trouble over the deck hands on 
the Islander striking for $40 instead of 
$35 a month, culminated yesterday 
in eight of the men being arrested on 
the charge of refusing to obey the orders 
of the mate. When mate Morgan yes­
terday told the men to turn to they re­
fused and told him there was a misun­
derstanding about the wages, and they 
would not work till they saw the captain. 
The mate reported this and as the men 
insisted that they must be paid $40 and 
that they would not work1 for $35. 
Captain Irving, manager of the 
pany, laid an information against them 
and bad eight arrested. In the after­
noon these eight men were tried before 
Magistrate Macrae in the police court, 
the charge under the shipping act being 
subject to summary trial, the penalty 
prescribed for refusing to obey the. law­
ful orders of an officer aboard ship be­
ing punishable with imprisonment for not 
less than two weeks nor more than a 
months, with a fine at the option of the 
court. The men took the ground that 
they had not understood when they were 
signing that they were to have only $36 ; 
whereas Capt. Lewis, the shipping 
ter, produced the articles showing that 
$35 was the amount for which each had 
signed. Capt. Lewis stated, and in this 
he was corroborated by Capt. Irving and 
Mr. H. Bishop, purser of the Islander, 
that he had mentioned $36 when he in­
itialed each man’s name on signing. The 
men could not contradict Capt. Lewis’ 
statement, but explained that they had 
not heard him mention the amount, and 
one or two said that as the quarter-mas­
ters had signed for $40 they supposed 
that the men got the same.

Mr. Bod well, who appeared for the 
company, stated that if the men were 
willing to go to work again the com­
pany hoped that the magistrate would 

inflict any punishment on
___ The men were quite willing
to agree to this, one or two of them 
stating that it being the first time they 
had signed articles they did nt t know 
that it bound them for any length of 
time. As they had signed, however, 
they were willing to carry out their bar-

This being the case the Magistrate, 
while convicting, allowed the men to go 
on their agreeing, with the consent of 
Capt. Irving, to go aboard the Islander 
and get to work. Thus what had started 
in an angry mood ended up quite amic­
ably for all concerned.

The eteainer Islander of the C.P.N. 
Co. sailed for the North last evening 
with nearly 300 passengers, 80 horses, 
250 dogs and other freight, which took 
up all the available space.

The passenger list was swelled yester­
day morning by the arrival of fifty pros­
pective miners from Seattle, who came 
over on the Kingston. Most of these 
came here to get mining licenses, and 
also to outfit. Their comments on the 
strike situation, when they arrived 
here, were unpleasantly suggestive of 
tue wild and woolly West, and they 
showed schoolboy glee when they learn­
ed that the steamer would get away. 
From early morning till the steamer left 
in the evening, crowds thronged the 
Turner, Bee ton dock, where the Islander 
was lying. There was an air of expect­
ancy about every one, and wagers were 
made as to whether the big vessel, with 
her costly cargo of freight, would be 
able to pull out on schedule time. 
When the first order 
pull in the gang 
and let go the steamer’s fastenings three 
hearty cheers were given by the passen­
gers and were taken up and answered by 
those on the docks. The scene was full 
of life. Prospective miners busied them­
selves in looking after their outfits, 
scores of friends of the passengers hurried 
around to say a last farewell, and the 
ship’s oddly contrasted crew rnshed 
around in the endeavor to get the ever 
arriving cargo stored away in the proper 
quarters.

Captain John Irving was in command 
of the Islander when she steamed out 
and Captain Roberts and Sears went up 
as pilots. The vessel carried up over 
300 tons of freight, including a shipment 
of 40 tons of general merchandise and, 
supplies for the Northwest Mounted 
Police.

How the crowds which will join the 
steamer at Vancouver andNantumo will 
be accommodated it is difficult toimagine.

Until nearly the time for the start 
ont hundreds of curious people thronged 
the big vessel and impeded to no small 
extent the movements of the steamer’s 
crew. Close upon two hundred dogs 
barked and growled, horses neighed and 
the steamer’s officers severely tested 
their throats in the effort to make 
their orders heard and understood. 
Many pathetic and humorous scenes 
were enacted without any. effort at .con­
cealment during the evening. Realizing 
that their journey through the far North 
would be fraught with considerable dan­
ger, some of the passengers made no at­
tempt to conceal their emotion when the 
time to say farewell to friends arrived. 
One grey-haired mother lingered by the 
side of her pride and hope until 
the gang plank was moved and she 
was compelled to seek the assistance of 
the crew to get ashore. The crowd that 
went North by the Islander was indeed a 
motley one. The general feeling dis­
played was one of hope and enthusiasm. 
The majority of the passengers will go 
direct to the Yukon district, while some 
will remain at Skagwav, Dyea and 
Wrangel for the purpose of going into 
business. Many Americans left last 
night by the Islander.

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MR. SIFTON’S VIEWS.
He Thinks the Yukon Railway Contractors 

Have Undertaken an Almost Super­
human Task.

Seattle, Feb. 1.—There came on the 
Rosalie to Seattle on Sunday a newpa- 
per correspondent named E. H. Wells, 
who left Dawson on December 20 and 
made the trip to tidewater in thirty-five 
days with three companions. Mr. Wells 
was the bearer of important dispatches 
to the United States war department re­
garding Captain Ray and the situation 
at Fort Yukon.

Washington, Feb. 1.—Gen. Merriam, 
under instructions from Acting Secre­
tary Meiklejohn, yesterday opened at 
Seattle the despatches brought by spe­
cial messenger Wells from Capt. Ray, 
the department’s special representative 
in the Klondike, and forwarded an ab­
stract of them to the war department by 
telegraph. Acting Secretary Meiklejohn 
was so much impressed with the state­
ments wired that he submitted the des­
patch at once to Secretary Alger, who is 
now convalescing at his home from a 
long illness, and after consultation be­
tween these officials the paper was sent 
over to the White House, where it 
formed a subject of consideration ior the 
cabinet meeting to-day. The abstract of 
Capt. Ray’s report, as telegraphed by 
Major Robinson, is as follows :

“ Seattle, Jan. 31.—Complying with 
telegram of to-day, five letters and two 
packages from Captain P. H. Ray ad­
dressed to yon, in hands of special 
courier E. H. Welle, were intercepted by 
me. Their substance was asfollows : The 
latest bears date of November 2 and 3, 
and refers to attempted robbery of 
caches. It recommends that the Uniled 
States government take steps effectually 
to check immigration to the interior of 
Alaska of all persons not lolly supplied 
to last two years. It gives as a reason 
that there is no way of earning a living, 
and no placer discoveries have been 
made within the last eight months 
either in Alaska or the Northwest Terri­
tories.

“‘There is no employment for any 
large number of people in any capacity. 
All values are speculative. There is no 
fixed standard for labor. There is not 

or likely to be within twelve 
months adequate or efficient means of 
supplying the people now in Alaska or 
the North West Territories. He is of 
opinion that only seven per cent, of all 
the people who have entered during the 
past year have earned their living, and 
Hundreds are now scattered along the riv­
er destitute of food, clothing and money. 
People coming in have not had the 
faintest conception what to do to earn a 
living and spending the money they 
bring, become dazed and helpless. He 
states that the rush will be great next 
year, and a step taken to prevent people 
from coming in their ignorance will be 
an act of charity.

“ In view of recent development and 
the knowledge that the lawless are band­
ing together along the river for the pur­
pose of robbery, he renews the sugges­
tion for the government placing on the 
river steamers with high power, armed, 
and used to patrol the river, and the 
placing of detachments as the move­
ment of people demands. He aHorecom­
mends a preliminary survey from Cook’s 
Inlet to the interior for an all-American 
road.”

— The annual 
meeting of the Surrey-Langley Farmers’ 
Institute was held at Surrey Centre on 
Thursday, January 27, on which occa­
sion afternoon and evening sessions 
were held, the attendance at both de­
monstrating conclusively the interest 
the farmers are taking in the develop­
ment of the Farmers’ Institute system 
in this province. At the first meeting 
there was an attendance of forty-one, 
and in the evening the number was 
forty-nine, and in respect to the mem­
bership the increase has been most 
gratifying, there being now forty-two 
paid up members on the roll, among 
whom the greatest interest was taken in 
the proceedings. The many excellent 
papers and addresses submitted were of 
a very high order of merit from the 
manner in which the many subjects 
under consideration were dealt with it is 
evident that they were the product of 
very careful study as well as of every 
day practical experience, and hence the 
results must be of a practical and far- 
reaching character. The annual address 
and officers’ reports evinced a determi­
nation on the part of the executive to 
make the influence and future work of 
the institute as effective and far reach­
ing as possible, this feature being par­
ticularly marked in respect to the 
proposal for taking up more aggressive 
work on cooperative lines, and in ex­
tending to every settlement where an 
opening occurs the beneficial operation 
of the Farmers Institute system. 
Among the gentlemen who addressed 
the meeting was Mr. C. Marker, Domin­
ion dairy superintendent, who lectured 
on “ Practical Dairying,” his address 
being also illustrated by a system of 
charts, thus demonstrating in a most 
practical manner, the value, to the 
ordinary farmer or dairyman of the 
many tests carried on at the experi­
mental farms, if they will only avail 
themselves of the experience thus 
gained. Mr. Marker’s lecture was lis­
tened to with the closest attention. 
The
hr night out many valuable ideas that 
were regarded with a very high degree 
of appreciation. Mr, E. Hutcherson con­
tributed in no small degree to the suc­
cess of the meetings, bis extremely p 
tical and valuable paper on “F 
Culture and Orchard Work ’’ 
many intensely interesting and instruct­
ive. Hr. Hutcherson held the attention 
of ■ very appreciative audience all 
thro -gh hie address. Mr. T. H. Shan­
non also assisted in a most acceptable 
manner through hie paper “ Swine Hus­
bandry.” The manner in which this 
subject was handled by Mr. Shannon 
would have done credit to many experi­
enced lecturers or eespyitts; it was evi­
dent that he had not only studied up the 
theoretical principles involved, but that 
he had also a thoroughly practical knowl­
edge of the subject. The discussions were 
also very much appreciated and partici­
pated in by many.

Chief Government Organ Invites the Oppo­

Toronto, Jan. 29. — (Special)—The 
Globe says on the Ontario elections :
“ The policy of the Liberals is to compel 
their opponents to fight in the Upen, to 
encourage a most thorough enquiry into 
the provincial administration and dis­
cuss provincial questions on the broad­
est grounds, to inform the people, to 
trust the people and await with calm 
confidence the public verdict.”

THE ASSOCIATED PRESS.
The Great News Distributing Body Has a 

Patent Right to Its Name.

London, Jan. 31.—About one year ago 
the United Press, a news organization 
which has since discontinued business 
and gone into the hands of an assignee, 
placed signs upon its quarters in London 
using the name of Associated Press in a 
manner calculated to convey the imp 
eion that it was the headquarters of the 
Associated Press. One of the signs was 
“The United Associated Press.” At 
the same time companies were incor­
porated in England under the title of 
“ The Associated Press of America ” 
and “The Western Associated Press.” 
Since the collapse of the United Press 
another news company has retained the 
quarters and signs formerly used by the 
United Press. This created confusion 
in the public mind and the Associated 
Press filed a bill for an injunction to re­
strain any parties from using the name 
of “Associated Press.” Justice Stirling 
on Saturday last granted an injunction 
perpetually restraining the United 
Press, either alone or in combication, 
from using anv name calculated to lead 
to the belief that the United Press was 
the same as the Associated Press. They 
were likewise restrained from in any 

representing themselves as be­
ing in any way connected with the 
Associated Press and from promoting 
any company in which the words “ As­
sociated Press” form a distinct part. 
The court also assessed the costs against 
the United Press.

Washington, Jan. 31.—The boqpe to­
day buried the Teller resolution declar­
ing the bonds °f the United States pay­
able in silver, under an adverse majority 
of 60 votes. The Republicans were 
solidly arrayed in opposition with two 
exceptions, Mr. Linney, of North Caro­
lina, who voted with the Democrats and 
Populists, and Mr. White, of North 
Carolina, thq only negro of the house, 
who answered “ yes ” when his name 
was called. The desertions on the De­
mocratic side were Mr. Elliott, of South 
Carolina, and Mr. Clarke, of Penn­
sylvania ; both voted with the Re­
publicans against the postponement. 
Speaker Reed, although it is not cus­
tomary for him to vote, had his name 
called, and amid the cheers of his fol­
lowers went on record in opposition to 
the re sol ution. The majority, under the 
leadership of Mr. Dingley, who made a 
carefully prepared speech sounding the 
key note of opposition, assumed the 
position that the last clause of the reso­
lution was in reality a disguised declara­
tion for the free coinage of silver, while 
the Democrats under the direction of 
Mr. Bailey maintained that the defeat 
of the resolution was another step in the 
direction of the establishment of the gold 
standard to which they alleged both 
President McKinley and Secretary Gage 
committed the Republican party. The 
vote on the resolution was : Ayes, 132 ; 
nays, 182.
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ANOTHER CUBAN SKIRMISH.
Spanish Forces Suffer Severely Though 

They Report an Insurgent 
Defeat.

Havana, Feb. 1.—A skirmish between 
the Spanish and the insurgents has 
taken place, it is announced, at the cen­
tral plantation of Conetancia, province 
of Santa Clara. The Spanish version of 
the affair is that the sugar cane cutters 
assisted by a military force defeated the 
insurgents, killed two of the latter and 
compelled the enemy to retire. But it 
is admitted that the commander of the 
Spaniards was wounded and that the 
chief of the guerilla force in the prov­
ince and five laborers were killed and 
four wounded.
