vowder. The lighter, when a sealer,
went iunside the prescribed limits of six-
ty miles about the Pribyloff islands, &
limit set when the restrictions which fel-
lowed the Paris tribunal were made. A
British cruiser patrolling - the pealing
grounds sighted the Beatrice imside the
limits and seized her. ,She was ordered
to Viectoria, where a trial took place in
the admiralty court and the schoener
was condemned. She was coaverted in-
to a lighter. Yesterday the lighter
brought $625. The copper placed on
the hull, which is in good tion, was
worth more than the purchase price. Mr.
Butchart also purchased three scows,
two for $850, the third for $950.

|Raids On Chinese

Gambling Den

Constables Dropped Through
Skylight Among Twe Dozen
Fan Tan Pleyers.

Twenty Four Arrested — Strong
Barricaded Doors Which
Closed Automatically,

Four and twenty Chinamen were
playing fan-tan last night in a shed at
the back of a two-storey brick building
on sgormorant street, barricaded and
guarded by sentries against police inter-
vention, when two constables, J. Palmer
and Fry, dropped through' a skylight.
The game was raided; the twenty-four
were haled to the lock-up in three wa-

. gon loads,

Since the murder of Mah Quan in the
Chinese theatre, and the trials which re-
sulted, there has been internecine strife
between Chinatown clans, and amateur
detectives inform of gambling houses.
The police received information that a
fan-tan game, which i illegal, was beinyg
run at the premises at 40 Cormorant
street and plans made for a raid.

Chiet Laugley and Sergeant Detective

Palmer, with Patrolmen Palmer and
Fry, made up the party. They ap-
proached by devious ways, lest the
watchers see them and give the alarm.
All were in plain clothes. Some carried
adzes hidden from sight. The two pat-
rolmen went into the alley between Cor-
morant and Fisguard street and scaled
two high hoardings. They found a dilap-
idated ladder with a few rungs and
clambered up this to the roof of the
gambling house. It was too well ar-
ranged with steel doors, alarm bells and
sentries to be broken, ‘nto in front.
i The guard stood at the front door, all
unconscious, It was not until Constabie
Fry dropped through the skylight to the
floor, eighteen feet below, that the Chin-
ese were alarmed.. They ran to escape.
Coustable Palmer followed his fellow of-
ficer, almost falling on him. He stumb-
_led over a Chinaman. trying to crawl out
and threw him back into the room.

A Chinaman raised a club and ran to-
ward the officers; others became threat-
ening, but the officer drew his revolver
and the crowd fell back. Some were
busily piling buttons and other gambling
impedimenta into a stove. Some ran up-

Counstable Palmer
picked up the stove and took it to the
street, ‘saving the evidence that remain-
ed unburnt.
