CLINTON HOTEL LICENSES
The cancellation of the licenses of
the two hotels at Clinton was an act
for which Mr. Bowser will receive the
praise of all British "Columbians. We
believe we are right in saying there
is no incident in the history of British
Columbia analogous to that which re-
sulted in the death of Mrs. Barlow. It
ts almost inconceivable that in a prov-
ince where the inhabitants are noted for
»their open-handed hospitality and their
generoué sympathies that a woman, in
the throes of a deadly disease, should
have been refused the shelter of a roof
on the grounds that every room was
taken up and that the other guests ob-
jected to have a consumptive in their
midst. The action of the proprietor of
the hotel was inhuman, It is altogether
probable that had Mrs. Barlow obtained
shelter her life would have been pro-
longed. The weather was bitterly cold
and to subject her to exposure under
the circumstances was about the most
callous treatment of which we have ever
heard.
