Among the blank notes then outstanding
were the two which subsequently turned up
for $5000 and $2000 r: ively., The egir-
cumstances under which Fleming obtained
these two blank notes were as foliows: I
was in Fleming's office on business, and dur-
ing the visit Fleming said to me: “*On! by-
the-by, Messrs. Hewitt and Self are a little
hard-up just now and I promised to give
them some assistance; I sup it is all
right. Give me a couple of blank notes, will
you ?” T at first demurred, as I bad begun to
et sick of having so many notes floating
about, aud suggested that he raise the money
on his own personal pote.. He replied that
it would be & little more difficult to get the
cash, as bankers did not take much stock in-
real estate men, however much they were
worth. . He then said, “They won’t be for
more than §100 or $150: they need .not  cost
you one moment’s concern, Ark.”

Meeting Fleming subsequently. he said, *‘I
didn’t uss those notes.” 1 replied,“Allright,
Bob, all the better. I hope you destroyed
them or got rid of them, or something to
that effect. The reason I asked was that I
recoilected the cass of J, H. Samo and the
Cy¢ntral Bank,

The ﬁrshknow)edgo I had that the notes
bad not been all retired was the day I signed
the contract for the plastering of the Parlia-
ment buildings, Fleming was one of my
sureties. We had driven to the office and
signed the contract, and on the return jour-
uey Fleming eaid to me, “By the way, Ark,
[ didu’y take up all the "notes, There is
a $5000 note due to Strathy.” I was dum-
founded and rendered practically speechless,
but said, **Bob, what does it all mean ¥ He
replied, “My good feliow, I was pressed at
the time, but the Greenwosd estate deal is
now going through, and when that is com-
pleted that will be the end of it.” The
Greenwood deal was ome in which
the Coatsworths,. father and som,
were interested. Fleming had just put
me under a compliment to him, and like an
astute man had waited a favorable oppor-
tunity to let me know what he had done.
The first I knew of tha second note for $2000
was in October, when I received a notice that
it was in the bank.

MAYOR FLEMING EXPLAINS.

What His _'Worship Has to Say as to

“Ladies and Gentlemen,” he began, “I thauk
you for your very hearty reception: I just
want at this stage of the meeting to make
one word of explanation. Upon picking up
The World this morning—[some hisses]—I
was very much surprised to see my namsa
connected with a very dishonorable action.
Thege is no man who can ' point
his er toany act of mine of which I have
reason %o be ashamed. [Applause.] At the
earliest og%grtunity after the reading of the
article I cofisulted my couusel and imme-
diately . laid an action for criminal libel
against Mr. Maclean, and he will have an
opportunity to-morrow’ of either clearing
himself or me. |Hear, hear.] I trust this
explanation will be satisfactory to you. Just
allow me to say that there is not a scintilla
of truth in the charge.”

Conclnusions.

What, then, does it all amount to? :

1 That Mayor Fleming is hopelessly in-
volved in real estate spsculation, executions
of over $25,000 having being entered against:
him, judgments for additional amounts
recorded against him, and suits for still
other and large sums begun, or ars about to
be begun, agaiost him. We believe $100,000
is within the mark.

2, That Arkless H. Rundle, a builder and
partner of Fleming's, is also embarrassed
and tells his creditors, tbrough his solicitor,
that his embarrassmeut is due to Mr. Flem-
iog having improperly filled in and discount-
ed - blank notes for thousands when;, the
understunding was that the amounts were to
be hundreds. 4

3. That in publishing this statement of
Rundle’s Mr. Fleming thinks the 1publiaher of
The World is guilty of criminal libel.

4. That Mr. H. 8. Strathy, who knows all
the facts, thinks The World bas little to fear.

He said that no man worked harder than
he to defeat the election of R. J. Fleming.
He believed that Mr. Osler was greatly su-
perior to Mr, Fleming. One thing he noted,
that theelement that was supporting Mr.
Sheppard this year was that which stood
aloof from Mr. Osler & year ago. So the
fight went by the beard.

Mr. Dingman went on to say that Mayor
Fleming bad proved obstinate or dangerous
to this element and hence their opposition.

Thatis the proper way to
do, And the Mayor of Toronto should ad-
vocate this.” - He hoped the electors would
leave the dreamer at home and that Mr.
Fleming would be returned for a second
term.
