NEWS OF THE NORTH-WEST.

Tho Central Board of Domestic Mls-
sions says :—

“Ten years ago, the North-West was
practically unknown, and the fuw living
thero, were settled on the banks of the
Red and Aaminiboine Rivers: The in-
habitants were then mainly half-breeds,
and a few missions existed, created wnd
aupportad by grants from the 8. P. G,
the Church Missionary Society, and the
Coloniul Church Society, of Eugland,
At that time Winnipeg was but little
more than 'a Hudeons Bay Co''s post.
with Jess then 500 persons living round
the old fort. Now it has a population
of abont 12,000 persons. It has at pres-
ent twa Churches,—one entirely self
supporting, and the other very largely
80,
Kast and West of Winnipeg, populat-
ion is rapidly pouring in,and spreading
aver a very wide area of country,

Wost of Red River. in a distriet of
country, extending at present upwards
of 250 miles in-length by about 120
miles in width, settlement is progressing
with great rapidity, and the oponing of
tho railway now being built in that dis
trict , will very rapidly indeed fill up
the country. At present, our Church
hnghardly any tnisssions. beyond those
orginally established for the half-Breeds
en the banks of the two 1ivers, and now
happily becoming the contres of import-
ant parishes. .

In South Woestern Maniteba, there i
one misssion of our Church at Nelson-
ville, Intoly established, covering o dis-
triet about 45 by 75 milesin cxtent, con-
taining nbout 85 townships, cach having
upwards of 24,1100 acres. 66 of these
townships have alrendy rapidly inereas-
ing setitlements of about 20 familics
each, Churehmgn are scatterad over the
whole district, in many parts predomin-
aling in number. ’

In thoe same district the Presbyterinns
and Methodists have each eatablished five
missions, making.an agregate of 10, com-
pared with the single mission of our
Church.

In the district of Western Manitoba,
and the country traversed by the Little
Saskatchewan River. the process of settle-
ment is rapidly advaneing. and fowns
aud villages are already apringing up.
Tho enly point in a district stretching
144 mitles through a splendiil country, at
which n mission of our Church has been
planted, in Rapid Gity. In the same
district the Presbyterinns anid Methodists
have ench, at least, 5 missions, making
ngain 10 missions of other churches ns
compared with one of our. A member
of tie Synold stated that ho had lately
it iven torabout 600 miles through that
seclion of country, and had herdly ever
been out of sight of & house, or of farms
in progress of cultivation.

Iiast of Red River,- to tho shoro of
Lake Sup-rior,a distanee of upwards of
440 miles, through which a lino of rail-
way is Dbeiug comstrueted, not o single
church of any protestant denomination
is found. Thousands of men are now
ab work on the railway,~large lumber-
ing establishment are springing up,—
and towns and villages are  having their
foundation lnid. At ene of these places —
Rat Portage— our Church is about to esta
blish n mission trustinglhat funds will
be forthcoming to manintain it.

Our Church people in Winnipeg, and
throughout Manitoba, are doing their ut-
most to meet the demands for church
ministration, but their power is totally
inndequate to the crisis,

In addition to'a large emigration from
Eurepe, growing in extent overy year,
greal numbers from all- parts of Canada,
are every month passing. into the North-
Wesk A considerable proportion of
these belong to our Chutch, and desjre
carnestly to continue within it. But
unless immediate aid, and with' ng stint-
ed hand, is intended 4o those embers of
our Church, who are planting their homes,
and the homes of Tuture gesorations, in

Maxy persons have an idea thet they
ate free from religious dnties uutj] they
agree to be bound by them. They
think that the atiendance upon publ
worship, the supporl of the Chureh,
the avoidance of unprofitable amye
ments, and the maintenance of hinh
Christian charneter may be binding upop
the acknowledged Christian, but they dy
not apply to the irreligious man, espe-
cially the avowed skeptic.

But moral obligation is net created by
contract, nor does it depend upon Le)jef
t requires no contact to bring a man
within the range of Gov's physical laws,
Disregard of the laws of healtl, js pun-
ished, irrespective of the ignoranee of
disbelief of him who disregards ther,
Strychnine would kill, even thouglh thy
victim did not believe in the power of
poison or the fuct of death; and s of
the civil laws, It requires no contrag
1o obligate a wan to obey tho laws of the
State. He may be ignorunt of tl, laws;
he may refuse to obey them; be may
deny their existence ; yet they bin Lim,
and for their violation he is Justly pup.
ished- And so of the moral l‘.;\vs; it
requires no contract to bring man under
their nuthority. By the very natare of
his boing he is under their authoriy,

There can be no evagion of the laws
by which Gob earries on his moral gor-
ernment. They must be obeved or dis
obeyed. Among those laws ure the
duties pertaining to the Church of Clirist,
The Chureh is a most important part of
the moral governmnent, It is the duty of
of every one to whom that Church is pre-
sented, to enter it, to sustain it, and W le
conformed in conduct to its techings,
Lach one of these duties is binding ; and
the non-performance of the first—tliat of
entering the Church—by no means les
sons the obligations of others ; nur does
disregard of them all either change their
nature or diminish their force. The
Divine law which lays these dutics upon
every one, is an cternal fact; and nci-
ther its existence, or its pewer is ju any
way affected by men's belief conceruing it
