1 could tell you storvies
about those patient, hardaworking weav-
ers and knitters of Donegal, and of the
Ince-makers  seattered  thronghont  the
conatry which would make you look
with fresh dnterest at these goowds in
which many a life history is warked. |
am giad to be able to tell you that there
is an increasing demand for our woollens
and linens and cmbroideries and laces,
and that here in Canada, oo, they are
hecoming popular. It an Irish depart-
ment is ever opened by any of the stores
here, T shall look to you ladies to give it
your sapport. A society has lately been
started to help the woollen industry,
which exacts a promise from cach ot its
members to huy one suit or one costume
of Irish material every year.  Why
could wr not get members for this so-
cioty in Canada? The excellenee and
the beanty of the stufls can be guaran-
teed.,

Forgive me for thus wandering away
from my subjeet. The twoare, after all,
not very far apart in some ways, and we
ol the Irish Industries Association owe
special debt to the Irisn Literary Society
inasiuch as we stole from them our mosi
earnest and enthosinstic Secretary and

Managing Director, Mr. T." W, Rolleston,

READING CIRCLES,
I must not, however, be tempted to
quote  more from our modern Irish

writers, but merely tell you of one result
of the present Irish literary revival,
which may be of use to you personally.
Reading cireles have been formed, with
a view of promoting and directing the
reading of those who wish to study Irish
history and Irish literature consecutive-
fy. Lis s of books have been made out
for ¢ertain periods, and a little magazine
published for the help of the readers.
Those at the head undertake that no
over-controversial books shall be intre-

| duaced, and that the politics of none need

be offended. It might be of interest to
your =ociety to inquire into the course of
reading recommended, or you at least
could recommend lists of the best Irish
books to be easily obtnined.

You, young- ladies of the Catholic
Young Ladies’ Literary Soclety, are
doing o noble work in fostering this love
of reading and study, Those who have
never formed this habit in vouth little
know the riches they lose by its neglect ;
and, il this love is to be of the highest
use to ns, it must be trained and direct-
it We have reazon to fear that there
are many voung people in our time who
only usc thelr education for the purpose
of devouring the worse than empty litera-
ture with which all countrivs are flooded,
and which candonothingbut deteriorate.
If you ean meet the young virls [eaving
school and enconrage them in habits of
sell-culture, of disciplined reading, yon
will not only be benelitting their own
lives and conferring on them a source of
tritest,. happiness and blessing, but yon
will be blessing the homes of the future
by cultivating  and  developing  the
thought. intelligence of our future wives
and muot hers.,
