Claim of the Electric Tool Steel Co.
for $750.

LAW DEPARTMENT.
Montreal, March 11th. 1907.

To the Chairman and Members of the Road Gommittee.

Re: Cramv or tHE Erneorric Toon SteeL Co., FOR
$750.00.

Gentlemen,

Having taken communication of your Committee’s reso-
lution, dated the 29th January last, referring to the Law
Department, for approval the offer on behalf of Mr. H. Max)
of the Union Mercantile Co., representing the Electric Tool
Steel Co., to settle for a sum of $750 the claim of said Com-
pany against the City of Montreal for 2,359 1bs of steel sold
by them to the City, we are of opinion:

That in virtue of the charter and of the rules of Coun-
cil, no Committee can enter into a contract for the supply
of goods or materials of any kind whatever, involving the
expenditure of $500 or upwards, payable at one time or
annually, unless tenders have been called for and unless
such contract has been ratified by Council upon a report
to that effect from the Committee having jurisdiction.

Now,, the formalities required by the charter concerning
the sale to the City of Montreal by the Electric Tool Steel
Co., of 2,359 ibs. of steel for the sum of $750, were not com-
plied with. !

The Road Committee asked only for 100 lbs. of steel and
2,359 lbs. were delivered.

‘We have already advised your Committee, in our opinion
of the 3rd of November, to receive the goods from the Com-
pany only to the amount of 100 1bs. and to pay for so much.

Should the City desire to purchase a larger quantity of
the goods in question, the Council alone can authorize said
purchase without any tenders being called for same.
