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Roadmap to Opportunities in the Former Yugoslavia‘

. Recently released by the Depart-
ment of Foreign Affairs and
International Trade (DFAIT), the
Roadmap for Canadian Com-
panies to Opportunities in the
Former Yugoslavia provides
access points to programs and ini-
tiatives arising out of the recon-
struction effort in the former
Yugoslavia.

After several years of conflict,
the Peace Agreement for Bosnia
and Herzegovina was signed on
December 14, 1995, in Paris,
France. As part of the agreement,
a massive reconstruction effort
has been launched which will
require some US$5 billion for pri-
ority needs in Bosnia and Herze-
govina alone, over the next three
years.

Specifically, the reconstruction
effort aims to help restore the
economy in Bosnia and Herzego-
vina by addressing basic needs in
food, shelter, water, electricity,
communications, heating, health
and education, and by reviving in-
dustrial and agricultural produc-
tion and restoring the infrastruc-
ture.

Canada’s reconstruction assis-
tance program concentrates on
social and economic rehabilitation
and democratic development.
Financial assistance is available
to the Canadian private sector
through the Renaissance Eastern
Europe (REE) program and the
Program for Export Market

Development (PEMD).

Reconstruction Priorities and
Programs
It is estimated that over $25 billion
will be required to rebuild the for-
mer Yugoslavia to pre-war levels.
The World Bank and other
major donors, including the Euro-
pean Reconstruction and Develop-
ment Bank (EBRD) and the
European Union, have identified
the need for approximately US$5
billion for short-term priorities.
Priority areas for which the
Banks are providing funding in-
clude water and waste manage-
ment, electric power and energy,
transportation, telecommunica-
tions, agriculture, health, housing,
and the clearing of land mines.

Assistance Programs for
Canadian Firms

There are a number of ways Cana-
dian companies can obtain help
before entering the reconstruction
effort. Assistance programs fall
into three broad categories:

* strategic information and ad-
vice (International Trade Centres,
DFAIT, Office of Liaison with
International Financial Institu-
tions [OLIFI]);

e funding (REE, PEMD, Ca-
nadian Consultant Trust Funds
— World Bank, EBRD);

e contract negotiations (Cana-
dian Commercial Corporation).
