policy (ordre public)."

Article ViII

Psragraph 1 of Article 28 of the Convention shail be deleted and replaced by

the followlig:

»1. Nothlng in this Convention shall b. canstrued as preventing Canada

from imposing a tex on amounts inçluded in the incoma of a resident of Canada

with respect to a partnarship, trust, or controlled foreign affiliate, in which that

resîdent hes an interest. -

Article IX

1. This Protocol shail enter into force on the thirtieth day atter the latter

of the dates on which the respective Governments have notlfied each other in

writing that the formalties consttutionally required in their respective States have

been complled wlth, end its provisions shall have effect:
