Following is the text of a letter delivered by John Holmes,
Acting Pemanent Delegate of Canada to the United Nations, to Trygve Liej
Secretary General of the United Nations, at Lake Success this afternoony

I have the honour to acknowledge receipt of your message
dated July 14, 1950, concerning additional assistance to the
forces operating in Korea under authority of the Security Councilts
Resolution of June 27.

I am instructcd to inform you that the Canadian Government
has given full and earncst study to the request contained in your
message in tho 110ht both of the needs of the Korean situation and
of the other interests and rcsponsibilities of Canada,

The Cancdian Govornment understends that there is an irmediate
nced for edditioneal eir trensport. It has therefore decided to meko
availablc, at once, to the United Neotions a long-range eir trensport
squadron including ground crews of the Royel Cencdien Air Force,
for assistancc in ths Pacific eir lift. In accordance with your
suggostion, the detailed errangemonts for the participation of this
squedron will be mads with the unified command estoblished under
Qﬁthority of the Security Council,

With respcct to ground forces, for the rcasons indicatzd in a
statcriont issued by the Prime Minister on July 19 (of-which I am
enclosing & copy) tho Cancdien Government is unable, at this stage,
to despatch existing first linc clemcnts of the Cenadian Army to the
Korean thcatro.

You will obscrvoe thet in kr. St. Leurent's statcment reference
is made to thc Canedicn Government's willingness to give consideraticn
to perticipetion in a United Nations force for service in Korea
should a docision to theat effoct be taken by the Sccurity Council.

With ruspect to naval essistance, you are aware thet three
Canadien destroyors are already procoeding to Koreczn wators for
sorvice under ths unificd command,

As you will observe from the Primc Minister's statcment, the
Cencdien Government, heving in mind its defence responsibilitics,
includirng thosc as a ncmber of the United Nations, is tzaking
irmodiate stops for strongthening end increzsing its armed forces.
