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And the House having proceeded to the deferred divi-
sion on the motion of Mr. Brewin for Mr. Burton, sec-
onded by Mr. Knowles
Bill C-219, An Act to establish the Canada Development
Corporation, be amended by substituting the words “five
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per cent” for the words “three per cent” in subclause (3)
of Clause 2 of Schedule I.
