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with that. He is the head of the opium and
narcotic drugs brancb. What does bie do?
He has a staff. Hie has one cbernist.

Mr., GRAYDON: That would put him to
sleep.

Mr. POULIOT: To eternal sleep. It showed
that hie did flot know wbat hie was talking
about. fie bas a staff of twenty. H1e bad a
cbemist there. And do you know what tbey
do, sir? They prepare data for the League of
Nations. I brought the rnatter up in the
bouse after I bad ail the dope in the coin-
rnittee. It is tirne to speak of dope when you
speak of opium and narcoties. fie was tbere.
He was a good and honest civil servant doing
s0 well. H1e is doing positively nothing. Ail
seizures are made by the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police, as are aIl analyses. That
man is doing positively nothing. But because
hie has patronage hie bas been. appointed to
that position for wbich bie is entirely incom-
petent, and given a staff, and now bie is an
important man and signs narcotic treaties
with otber nations with bis own narne, a very
important man.

The Quarantine Act cornes under immigra-
tion. We know about tha Public Works
.Health Act. We thon corne ta the Leprosy
Act. Let us pass quickly ovor tbat. The next
is the Proprietary or Patent Medicine Act. If
that is as consciontiously appliod as the Food
and Drugs Act, I do flot know what may
happen. The National Pbysical Fitness Act
is the next one. We know that old age
pensions, pensions for the blind and family
allowances are put in bore. I bave already
said what I tboughit about tbern, narnely, that
the mninimnum age for old age pensions sbould
be put at sixty-five for tbose wbo need tbem.
Pensions for the blind should be given ta
eacb hurnan being as soon as it is acknowledgcd
by reputable medical doctors that tbe cbild is
blind. But those important matters sbould
be under provincial control. If tbey are
under the control of Ottawa we shaîl have no
more success than we had with tbe farrn bans.
I very well rernember tbe correspondence I
had with tbe farrn ban office here in Ottawa
when I tried to secure boans for farrners wbo
had no assets in the forrn of liquid rnoney.
They could flot get anytbing bere and it was
only after a provincial farrn ban was put in
force.

Mr. SPEAKER: The hon. rnemher is now
straying far afield. Hie should confine him-
self to the bll.

Mr. POULIOT: I arn referring to centraliza-
tion, s.ir.

Mr. SPEAKER: The comparison was made
with tbe farrn loan board, and tbat does not

corne witbin tbe terrns of tbe bill. The bion.
rnorber bas travelled far afield. He should
confine bimself to the bill.

Mr. POULIOT: Sir, you know tbe respect
I bave for you. Therefore I will not say a
word about farim boans.

I now corne to paragraph (i) and I find
sornetbing tbat is unbelievable. flore we
bave provincial officers, provincial ministers
wbo will becorne dominion bureaucrats. Let
us road this together: The minister, meaning
by tbat the Minister of fiealtb and Social
Welfare, will bave jurisdiction particularly
over the following matters. fiera is one:

Cooperation witb provincial authorities witb
a view~ ta, the coordination of efforts made or
proposed for preserving and irnpraving the
public heal1th and providing for tlîe social
security and welf.vre of the people of Canada.

We have bealth units in the province of
Quebec that have boon establishcd witb the
assistance of tbe Rockefeller foundation, and
they hava done inarvols. Thoso who do not
believe what I say and wvho are not sure about
tbe fact I will refer to tho Quoboc minister
of health, the Hon. Mýr. Grouix. I suggest
tbat tbey write asking him for the last
statisties cf the Quebto licalth departmcent.

We now came to section 6, whichi reads as
follows:

The governor in council rnay etstablish such
'boards, committees ani couincils as lie decrs
necessary, ta assist and advise the minister and
to cooperate with provincial authorities for the
purposes of this act.

I bave compared that witb subsection 2 of
section 3. Subsection 1 of section 7 reads:

(1) Thora sýhaîl he a dominion council of
health consisting of the deputy minister, who
shal hoe chairman, the cliief exectitive eificer
of thé provincial departrnent or board of health
of each province,-

Meaning the provincial rninister of bealth.
-and sucli other persan, not to exceed five
in number, as rnay hoe appointed by the governor
in council, w-ho &hall hald office during gocd
behaviour for three years.

Imagine a provincial minister of healtb being
appointed ta a cauncil during good bebaviour,'
if hae bebaves well, for three years! Tbey are
not sure tbat the provincial minister of health
will bebave well. It is an insult to ahl tbe
provincial ministers of health of this caunt.ry..
I do flot see how any ane can accopt a.
position ta sit on such a council by virtue of
legislation of this kind.

Subsection 2 reads:
Such dominion council shall meet at iuch

times.
And so on. Section 11 says tbat a report is

to, ho submitted. I shail nat read section 12,
