U.S.-CANADA AUTOMOBILE PACT-DISCUSSION
OF ALTERATIONS IN LIGHT OF CANADIAN

ACTION

Mr. A. D. Hales (Wellington): Mr. Speaker,
may I direct a question to the Minister of
Industry, Trade and Commerce about the
United States-Canada automobile pact. Have
the minister or any members of his depart-
ment had recent discussions with United
States officials concerning alterations to the
terms of the pact supposedly in retaliation for
certain things that Canada has done?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industry,
Trade and Commerce): Mr. Speaker, there
have been extensive discussions with U.S.
officials on the auto pact for a number of
months now, but no threats have ever been
made, no intimidation of the type referred to
in the articles to which the hon. member

Inquiries of the Ministry
obviously refers have taken place. Besides if
the pact were to be abrogated, notification of
one year would have to be given by either
government wanting to do so. I do not think
any suspicion should be entertained that the
United States government intends to take any
such action as was imputed to it in some
press reports.

Mr. Hales: A supplementary question, Mr.
Speaker. Have leading officials of the United
States asked Canada to suspend the pact for
two years?

Mr. Pepin: Mr. Speaker, mention was made
by United States officials that the U.S. gov-
ernment would very much welcome an elimi-
nation, temporary or permanent, of two of the
safeguards, the ratio and the Canadian value
added.

Mr. J. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa-Whit-
by): Mr. Speaker, I am sorry to interrupt the
minister in his full flight of oratory, but m9y
I ask him a supplementary question. Would
he assure the House that any guarantees
which already exist in the pact in the form of
protection for Canada will not be changed?
