Question No. 1, 1 38-Mr. Baker (Grenville-Carleton):
1. Has the Task Force on decentralizatian finished its final report for

submission ta the Minister and, if not, an what date is the report expected?

2. Is it the intention ai the Minister ta prepare a white paper based on the
Task Force Report, for submission ta Parliament and (a) if not, for what reason
(b) if so, on what date?

3. Did the terma af reference ai the Taak Force include directions ta study, as
did those for the report "A Review ai the Possibility af Dispersing More
Government Work from London", by Sir Henry Hardman oi the United
Kingdam, the (a) precise estimsted economic benefits which wauld accrue to
areas where governiment functions are ta bie located (b) lass in communications
efficiency ai dispersedl government aperations and (i) if sa, will the gaverninent
include this information in any white paper prepared for Parlisment (ià) if flot,
are such factors being considered, in whst manner and by whom?

Hon. Jean Chrétien (Minister of Industry, Traie and Com-
merce): 1. Tbe Task Force on Decentralization was set up to
examine the feasibility of relocating différent government
units from the N.C.R. It should be noted that prime factors
considered are each unit's ability to operate effectively in
locations other than the N.C.R. without duplicating existing
facilities and the ability of these locations to support the
operational needs of the unit. The process is continuous and no
date for completion bas been established. No final report is
contemplated.

Question No. 1, 1 39-Mr. Baker (Grenville-Carleton):
1. What is the total number ai Public Service positions which will have been

moved out oi the National Capital Region under the programme oi decentraliza-
lion by the end oi 1986?

2. For the year (a) 1976 (b) 1977 (c) 1978 (d) 1979 (e) 1980 (f) 1981 (g)
1982 (h) 1983 (i) 1984 U) 1985 (k) 1986, how many Public Service positions
will be moved out af the National Capital Region?

3. With reference ta the President of the Treasury Board's speech on Septem-
ber 3, 1975, that " ... it is clear that as long as only 14 percent af the senior

executives are located outside the National Capital Region, there is a great deal
af room for initiative in this area . , what is the government's target percent-
age figure for executive level location outside the National Capital Regian and
on what date does it expect ta achieve that target?

4. (a) What is the government's total projected cost for the decentralization
programme ta the end of its implementation period, or ta 1986, whichever is the
sooner and, what are the estimated coats for the (i) movement of departmental
facilities (à) training of personnel recruited ta replace those refusing transfer (b)
what is the estimated percentage increase in yearly operating costs for thase
unita being moved outside the National Capital Region and what will be the
eatimated annual cost per unit decentralized for (i) intra-departmental com-
munication (il) intra-departmental travel (iii) transfers or promotions between
geographically separated sections of the samne department?

5. (a) What departmental units or agencies have been identified for future
decentralization (b) on what date will such decentralizations take place (c) how
many positions are involved (d) what is the government's estimate of the number
of positions wbich will bie filled by persans already employed by units or agencies
and how many will have ta be recruited in the new locations (e) have any
discussions taken place with the employees ta bie affected and, if not, how long
before the decentralizations are publicly announced will sucb consultation take
place (f) what was the period of such consultation with emplayees oi the
departmnents and agencies already publicly identified ta date for
decentralization?

6. With respect ta the municipal areas ta which goverfiment functions are
being moved, have consultations been undertaken with local municipal authari-
tics and (a) if sa (i) what are they (il) whst matters were covered (b) if not, for
what resson?

7. Have the municipal authorities involved requested assistance from the
gaverniment ta meet the additionsl costs af providing services ta departments and
serviced land ta emplayees and, if so, what was the gavernment's response?

8. Has the gavernment estimsted the total amount ai new office space which
must be constructed as a result ai the decentralizatian programme and, if so,
what total amount ai floor space must be pravided and wbat is the estimated
cost?

9. Is there a third phase oi the decentralization programme which will move
scientific and research establishments out ai the Nationsl Capital Regian and, if
sa, what units will be involved and where wi11 they be located?

10. In the cae of Public Service positions moved outside the National Capital
Regian. will second language training facilities be svailsble ta the emplayees and
will such training, if provided, increase the overaîl cost ai the bilingual training
programme?
