Mr. Leggatt: Mr. Speaker, the purpose of this private 
member’s bill is to make it abundantly clear that the Canadian 
Human Rights Act is intended to apply to all federal 
employees, including the staffs of the Senate and the House of 
Commons who, under this particular legislation, at the present 
time are excluded. The bill further extends the protection of 
the Canadian Human Rights Act to employees of companies 
which carry on business in Canada and which are in receipt of 
federal government contracts or subsidies of any kind.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered to be 
printed.

Perhaps there 
might be some accord during the course of the next few 
minutes to see if some pause could be taken to make some 
recognition, but I think there ought to be some consultation 
first.

for that bill are in 1979. I think the question should be asked, 
and I think the minister will want to answer it, but I am not in 
a position to answer it today.
