Her brother was making enquiry 
at the same time to enter for a course in Agricul­
ture, in which there have been and are at present 
one or more coloured students.
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While, I presume, there is logically no 

reason why a woman student should bo refused ad­
mission on account of colour when there is no such 
barrier in the case of men, still in our circum­
stances I regret that we even have coloured men.
I am not sure what the attitude of the University 
would be in this case and should be grateful for 
your advice In this matter.
