The Xthlotic Com ittee of Corporation gave very special 
consideration to the advisability of having a woman representative 
on the Com ittee but decided that quite adequate provision had been 
made for a proper representation of women’s interests in accordance 
with attached sheets "os. 4,5,6,7, 8 8.

In spite o' the fact that special care has been exercised 
not to limit in any may the previously existing supervision of pract­
ical work for women, ther opears to be dissatisfaction with the 
present arrangement. Absolute freedom has been given the Physical 
. Irector for omen in planning and supervising the undergraduate 
activities, and no action that has been initiated has been vetoed 
or even criticised to my knowledge. Possibly I have been at fault 
in nor following this phase of the work more closely.

■here as before the re or yinization, the responsibilitjr 
of the Physicc 1 irector for "omen was only for the undergraduates 
in rts, it is now for the women under -radu tes in all Vacuities.

hiss Cartwright has done very excellent work both in the 
Royal^ ictoria College and the School of Physical Education, and I 
re-ret ver;, much that even after conferences to try and meet her 
point o: view, she is still dissatisfied with the existing arrange­
ments .

it is my opinion, however, that if the requests in 
ass Cartwright’s letter are granted, it /ill not lead to a uniform 
development of the activities in Physical 'dueation in the University, 
but rather a reversion to the method in force before the reorganization 
occurred.
