ADMITS PART IN
DYNAMITE PLOT
Davis, lronv:r::l;:r. Confess;s

He Caused a Number of
Explosions.

INDIANAPOLIS, Dec. 16.—(Can.
Press.)—George E. Davis, an iron-
worker arrested in’ New York a few
months: ago, today pleaded guilty to
a charge of having tried to transport
explosives illegally when arraigned in
the federal court here today. Harry
E. Jones, secretary-treasurer of the
Association of Structural: Steel ' and
Ironworkers, implicated by Davis,
pleaded not guilty, but his- attorney
asked permission ‘o  withdraw the
plea if occasion arose later.

The date of Jones™ trial was not set
and the sentencing of Davis was de-
ferred. :

The indictments against Davis and
Jones resulted from a confession made
by Davis at the time of his arrest.
Davis told federal officers that hé had
caused a large number of explosions
in structures in the east being erected
by non-union workmen. The charges
are similar to those on which 83 union
men were convicted here last Decem-
ber and, it was alleged by the govern-

; {ment, was part' of a conspiracy form-
‘ed by the men to dynamite non-union

structures thruout the country.

Since his’ arrest Davis has been
held in the same cell in the federal
bullding here that was occupied by
Ortle E. McManigal, who was prinei-
pal witness for the government in the
trial last December. Jones has been

at freedom:under a bond of $10,000.
