EAST NORTHUMBERLAND.

iMr. C. L. OWEN (iEast Northumberland).
I wouid like to ask the right hon. the First
3iinister, wbo, I believe, is acting Post-
master General during the absence of Mr.
Lemieux, when the post office at Trent
Bridge in tbe county of East Northumber-
land will bie reopened ? Early -in October
the man wbo lsad been postmnaster there a
number of years lef t for the Northwest.
Since then tbe post office bas been ciosed.
This le one of the oldest post offices in the
county and Itsecloslng puts the farmers to
great Inconvenienee. Some have to drive
eight or nine miles to, get their mail. Sev-
eral petitions were sent to, the goverament
recommending certain men to bie appointed
as postmnaeter, but there were other peti-
tions asking that these men bie not ap-
pointed. It wouid bie only just to the
people ln that part of East Northumberlaud
to have this post office reopened as early as
possible.
