Jomés told Father
Brady so, and the latter told Jones it was
a good thing that things were as they
were. Jones took this to mean that he
was to get his wife’s estate. Jones knew
of the first will, dated- May 16, but did
not hear of the last will, dated May 19,
until it was shown him' by Bishop Dowling.

A Respected Resident Gone.

Francis Richardson, one of the oldest
residents of Toronto, died yesterday after-
noon at Grace Hospltnl in his 85th year.
He came to Toronto from Plymouth, Eng-
land, over 50 years ago, and commenced
the drug business in King-street. He re-
ained In this business for 19 years, when
he retired and purchased the property on
the corner of Cariton and Ontario-streets.
He was the founder of the Ionic lodge of
Masonry, and also of St. Peter's Church.
Until about four weeks ago Mr. Richard-
son had scarcely known a sick day, but
a general breakdown of the constitution
carried him off. A peculiar fact is that
for 50 years prior to his removal to the
hcspital, Mr. Richardson had not slept out-
