SETTLES

INSURANCE POLICY

Decides to Whom Soldiers" In-
-in Future.

TAKES TWO HOURS

Brothers Who' Stay Home

Will Not Receive Insur-
ance Benefits.

After numerous attempts to decide
the ‘allocation of insurance payable on
the lives of Toronto soldiers “killed in
action the matter has been definitely
settled. Following a two hours’ dis-
cussion of the question ‘at a special
meeting of the city council yesterday
afternoon the members accepted a
motion of Controller Cameron that
the insurance be paid only to parents
and persons in loco parentis who re-
side in Toronto, and ' to widows and
children no matter where - resident.
The majority of the council was en-
tirely opposed to paying thé policies
to brothers and sisters of the soldier
killed in action or to any' person not
a reiative designated by the soldier.
A motion presented by Ald. Ball pro-
vosing to pay the insurance to pa-
rents, widows, children, persons in loco
paremtis and brothers and sisters was
defeated by a vote of 12 to 4. J
Before the members entered on the
discussion of the matter City Solicitor
Johnston gave the history of the in-
surance and pointed out that the leg-
islation under which the cit)} agreed
to insure the soldiers was only’permis-
sive and that the civiec authorities

Forty-four Thousand Soldiers.

Finance Commissioner Bradshaw
presented a report on the soldiers in-
sured and the number of policies
which had been paid.” He showed that
of 44,000 Toronto wmen enlisted for
overseas, up to date 2836 had been
either killed in action or died on ac-
tive service, and that of this number
local companies paid insurance on
960, and that the city itself paidy the
insurance on the remaining 1876. Ten
thousand men were insured with local
comparnies, and the premium paid by
the city on these cases was $922,000

At present, he said, the deaths'aver-
aged 236 a month, and 1t was remark-
able that in almost every case they
related to the insurance carried by
the city.
