e bill was coming up, The removal
m this duty would eimply be equal
to giving the hospitals a subsidy of
42,000 or $3,000 per year. He was in

ed to him that the restriction on the
use of alcohol had hampered scientific
work in Canada.

: Control of Alcohol,

Mr. Burrell sald it would be aifei-
cult for, the department .to maintain
any control over alcohol if it lifted
the restrictions here and taere, The
class of alcohol Mr. Sinclair referred
to was the pure alcohol, and there
had already been a great deal of trou~
tle because of the efforts to which
bibulous persons would 80 in their
attempts to secure it,

The amount of work which the de-
partment of inland revenue was fac-
ing had expanded enormously., Where-
as, two or three years ago it was
only necessary to make some 30 or
40 prosecutions for the operation of
fllicit stills, thé number had grown
last year to 900 prosecutions, and
Mr, Burrell thought they had only
“touched the fringe.”

He said that great concessions
were already being made in allowing
excise free industrial alcohol, which
was ethyl alcohol denatured.
