WHOLESALE FRUITS. |
AND VEGETABLES

Recelpts were again very heavy, and
the wholesalers were kept on' the jump
to clear up, and even then there were
some left overs, so prices were' slightly
lower on the bulk of the offerings—as
ber quotations below.

Apples—There are too many low grade
apples being shipped in, and these were
some of the left-overs—so save expense
dand keep them for your pigs. You surely
would not use them yourselves, but ex-
bect us to do so. However, the retailers
are refusing them, and they are simply
piling up to become waste, plus the ex-
pense of shippiny them in. There is
a good demand for good ones, as evi-
denced by $1.25 per 11 qts. and 75¢ per
6 aqts. being paid for some choice As-
trackhans.

Vegetable Marrow.—There is absol-
utely no demand for this vegetable, and
it, too, is glutting the market.

Corn came -in much more freely and
declined in price, selling at 20c to 35¢
per dozen, the bulk going at 25c to 30c.

Berries.—Tho not too plentiful, some
of the berries were very wet, which
caused the lower prices.
