Bom in an age of ignorance, 
he reached the age cf twelve before he had learned 
to read ; xvhen, listening to some Anglo-Saxon songs, 
which his step-mother was reading, she, holding in 
her hands a volume of these poems, richly illumina­
ted, said to all the children, I will give it to the 
one nifiong you xvlio first learns to read it.” “ Will 
you ?*’ eagerly asked Alfred, though the youngest. 
“ Yes,” said she, with a smile of pleasure. He sud­
denly took the book out of her hands, and, sticking 
out a teacher, soon learned to read and recite it to 
her. Having obtained the prize, his joy xvas com­
plete. In addition to the pleasure of learning, the 
attainment of the book xvas no mean rexvard for llh
