"A return cargo for the Deutschland,
consisting mainly of crude rubber and
surgical supplies, valued at more than
$500,000, has been ready on the pier of
the Eastern Forwarding Company for
several weeks.

tance. To prevent the submarine be-
ing reached by water from under . the
piers, the piling directly around the re-
served space is heavily wired and the
wires electrically connected with an
alarm gong in the office of the company.

Capt. Koenig said that he had expect-
ed to leave Bremen on October 1, but
that his boat was damaged in a collis-
jon and forced to put back for repairs
which delayed her sailing for ten days.

Gave Up Expecting Bremen,

For several weeks, the Eastern For-
warding Company, agents for her own-
ers, had a tug each night off Montauk
Point, ready to meet the long overdue
Bremen, but the tug was withdrawn
some time ago. It was evident that the
company had some warning of the
Deutschland’s arrival, however, for a
tug was engaged and Captain Hinsch, of
the company, accompanied by the health
officer, steamed out to meet the sub-

PSTIR" RUSSELL BEGAN
CAREER AS MANAGER OF
FURNISHING STORES

Unique Figure For More Than a Quar-
ter of a Century— Traveled 30,000
Miles a Year

New York, Nov. 1.—“Pastor” Charles
'T. Russell, who died yesterday in Texas
on a train that was bringing him back
to his work in New York, stood for
more than a quarter of a century as
unique among the ministers of all
creeds and sects. He belonged to no
denomination and attracted widespread
attention through his varied activities
and methods of publicity.

He was pastor of churches all over
the country and traveled nearly 30,000
miles each year in pursuance of his
duties, but made his headquarters at
his tabernacle in Brooklyn. He al-
ways disclaimed being the founder of
a new religion and said he based his
preachings only on the Bible.

In 1914 his sermons were printed in
1,400 newspapers throughout the coun-
try. He was the author of a series of
books on scripture study of which, it
was said, several hundred thousand
copies were printed each year.

Pastor Russell started his career as
manager of a chain of furnishing stores
in Alleghany, Pa., but in 1878 he left
this business and began to preach. He
was president of the Watch Tower
Bible and Tract Society of Pennsyl-
vania, the International Bible Students’
Association of London and the Peoples’
Pulpit Association of New York, and
editor of The Watch Tower and Her-
