Chicago, April 17—Chief of Police
Fitemorris aimed a new blow at the in-
terests which have been protecting and
propagating organized crime in Chicago
by making public a remarkable array of
eports and statistics on paroled crim-
inals,

Fitzmorris gave out a list of law-
breakers paroled in 1920, who, he says,
are a menace to the public. That men-
ace, he adds, can be curbed by the ap-
plication of the rule he repeatedly em-
phasized:

“Keep them in the penitentiaries and
the citizens are safe.”

In delving inlo the reasons for crime,
the habits and methods of criminals, a:d
the disposition of prisoners after their
conviction, and seeking -the Ppanacea
which will give to Chicagoans protection
of life and property, Chief Fitzmorris
points to the parole law and says:

“Jt is the criminals’ best friend. By
these records the parole law stands con-
victed of being accessory before the fact
to most of the recent crimes. It is out-
rageous to think that these men, sen-
tenced to lon gterms, could have secured
their freedom in such a short time. A
cold blooded murderer released after ser-
vin”g only thirteen months! Can you beat
it?
