There is a decided willingness to buy
spruce in the east, but as stocks that are
offered are small, broken and varied in
nature the total = volume of business
transacted is less than' the demand would
bring about under normal conditions.
Fasterp , producers are scheduled for a
conferehce with the government this week
to try to arrange for the greater use of
eastern spruce in airplane construction.
As the government wants every stick of
suitable spruce that it is possible to ob-
tain there is every reason to believe that
orders will be placed in the east. On the!
Pacific coast the government promptly
helped the spruce producers out in get-
ting a plentiful supply of labor, and per-
haps this policy will be followed in the
east. Should this be dong the produc-
tion of side lumber would be greatly in-,
creased, but the market is ample to ab-|
sorb any amount that can be cut. ‘On
the Pacific coast the aircraft spruce,
specifications have once more been re-
vised and the prices to be paid increased.
A blanket order has been placed at the
following prices: “A” wing beam stock,
$175; “B” long clears, $80; “C™ short|
and thin clears, $45. The government is |
also instructing the spruce sawyers in|
the method followed by hardwood pro-.
ducers in sawing for: straight grained
stock. It is claimed that this will mo-|
terially increase the production of air-,
plane material, although the daily cut]
will be less. As this will result in less |
side lumber the mills will welcome }he,
change, as far as that is concerned.’

The principal argument against the|
use of New England spruce for aircraft
construction heretofore has not been as!
to quality of material, but largely as to
the size of the timbers. The feeling here
is that if the smaller New England stock
can be utilized the government should
have the advantage of it in the rush to
turn out airplames in constantly increas-
ing numbers. The Neyv England spruce,
as a rule is of slower growth and closer
grain. This is desirable for aircraft,since |
the material is stouter. Many spruce trees |
on the west coast are rejected for air- |
plane stock on account of the wider !
grain. But the west coast timbers are |
wmany times larger.

It is believed some of the specifica-
tions for spruce can be changed so that
the New England material can be util-
ized to advantage in certain parts of
construction, despite the smaller size of |
the logs. )

A call for three million feet of New}
England spruce a month for airplanes;
was sent out by the navy department;

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Great Britain is Looking to Canada
for Bigger Output

,There is at the present time an al-
most imperative demand for an in~
creased production of flax. The reason
is that flax fibre is used in the construc- =

tion of airplane wings, and the fact that |
the withdrawal from the war of Rusisa ]
has practically cut off Great Britain’s

chief supply of that product. .
that the sup-

ply be maintained, and Great Britain

is looking to Canada to assist in that

respect.

B. Turnbull of the Flax Control Board i
of the Imperial War Office, in‘a letter i
to the department at Ottewa, referring
to the situation caused by Russia’s de-..
fection, says that it is a matter of the
utmost urgent national importance that
“as large an area as possible in Canada
should immediately be put under culti-
vation of fibre-producing flax,” and
urges the most vigorous action on the
part of ‘the authorities to encourage
every -effort to meet the demand.

Ontario has responded, and will plant
an extra 8,000 acres this year.” That
province has already developed a flax
business which is worth $2,000,000 a
year, and last year supplied the Irish \ 9
flax mills, which are threatened with
grave curtailment owing to the shortage,
