London, Nov. 5—More than 1000 lectures 

on Canada are to be delivered by Canadian 
government representatives during the 
season just beginning and this is exclusive 
of an equal number which will be given 
■by representatives of the various Canadian 
provinces which have offices in London. 
To this must be added the activities of 
the steamship companies and the many 
organizations engaged in emigration work; 
and those Britons who have taken a tour 
through Canada are determined that their 
centers shall, in some degree at least, be­
come acquainted With the resources of the 
dominion. In all probability the total will 
be well over 5,000. Taking the average num- 
of persons at these lectures to be 200, this 
gives a total of a million people who will 
listen to the discourses.

Canadien visitors who have had the op­
portunity of attending such lectures find 
them intensely interesting, very much in­
deed like a political meeting. There is 
the “heckler” primed with all. that passes 
for argument against Canada—the cold 
winter, the high rate of living, unemp.oy- 
ment after the harvest » over. These 
points have to be met just as the pohL- 
cian has tQ deal with the arguments of his 
opponents. Then there is the man who 
must have all the cards on the table be­
fore he is satisfied, the price of horse and 
stock, the cost of breaking the land, the 
price of improved farme, market facilities, 
(schools; indeed, he wants the details of 
the daily life recited. Woe betide the lec­
turer who stumbles over some question of 
farm practice.

Some of the audiences are quite unre­
sponsive perhaps until the last few minutes 
of the talk. One lecturer, who has fre­
quently been called the most successful, 
and who annually visits this country, told 
me that in the Midlands last year, he ad­
dressed an audience of 5,000. A chilling si­
lence met his most eloquent periods, and 
he was beginning to ask himself if he had 
lost his quality, when one burly farmer 
asked the question “would you honestly 
advise me to go to Canada -Five minutes 
was spent in a very* sincere answer, and 
the meeting was captured with the result 
that twenty families decided to sail, leav­
ing their village minus half Of ita inhabit­
ants. .

Bpanish-American War, R. Diaz-Albettini, 
Cuban Consul, Toronto, was secretary of 
the Cuban Legation in Washington. Dis­
cussing the assassination of the Spanish 
Premier, Mr. Diaz-Albertini, in the course 
of an interview, said:—

“With the death | of Premier Canalejas 
of Spain, the last of the five principals 
who were instrumental in bringing about 
the Spanish-American War has passed 
away.

“It was to Premier Canalejas that Sen­
ior Dupuy de Lome. Spain’s minister to 
Washington, wrote the famous letter, in 
which he described President McKinley 
as a ‘pot-house ‘politician,’ and in which 
he humbled him, before the world, by sug­
gesting to, Canalejas that Spain send to 
Washington a cleveF Cuban of the autono­
mist party able to speak English fluently, 
who would help to ‘bamboozle’ Mr. Mc­
Kinley apd the American people with 
promises of reforms and self-govern­
ment for the Cubans, and also to stave off 
any action by the United States towards 
recognition of Cuban independence.

“The story of how the letter was ob­
tained is curious and interesting.

Paris, Nov. 18—In March, 1913, an in­
ternational congress, of physical educa­
tion will be held at the Faculty of Medi­
cine in Paris. An exhibition will also be 
held in connection with this meeting. As 
a result of the extraordinary interest now 
taken by the French in physical education 
»nd race regeneration, several prominent 
Parisian medical men and other prominent 
people have founded an institution they 
quaintly name “the College of Athletes.”

The purpose of this institution ^ill be 
to train the young Frenchman to take care 
of his body and educate him in the use 
of his muscles as well as to provide ath­
letic trainers for clubs and societies. The 
avowed purpose of the college is “to com­
bat the ravages made'by tuberculosis and 
alcoholism among the youth of France.”

Paris, Nov. 18—The International Con­
gress for'‘the codification of laws regulat­
ing marriages, births, and deaths on board 
aerial craft, which has just finished its 
labors in Geneva, has formulated a defin­
ite recommendation only in the case of a 
death taking place in the air. It recom­
mends that the pilot in charge shall be 
legally bound to declare the fact to the 
authorities at his nearest stopping-place, 
or, if travel in a foreign country, to the 
nearest consul.

Though it is admitted that the question 
of aerial marriages is not of pressing im­
portance, it is pointed out that the pre­
cedent for a birth in the air was estab­
lished during the Paris Exhibition of 
1878, when a child was born in a captive 
balloon 1,000 feet high.
